1. : For the implementation of the agreement of 30 April
1975 between the EEC and the World Food Programme (WFP) for the
supply of 20 000 metric tons of skimmed milk powder, WFP has sent
a further request to the Commission for the attribution of the

milk by country and project.

2. This request comprises :

— the reduction to 8 010 tons of the overall amounts approved by
the Council on 11 June 1975<l) for 23 projects, by diminishing
the amounts provided for India 618 and Egypt 322 Ext while
increasing those for 7 other projects. These édjustments have
been approved by the Commission under powers delegated by the

Council;

- the attribution of the balance of 11 990 tons to 17 (cf. Annex A).

3, Of these latter 17 projects, only two have already
been approved by the Council under earlier attributions - Swaziland
646 and Indonesia 643 Ext(z).

. The 15 remaining projects are now presented to the
Council for approval for the first time; information regarding
their nature, method of distribution, timing, and trade safeguards

are in Annex B.

Of these, 6{3)wi11 be presented for approval to the
next session of the Inter Governmental Committee of the WFP (IGC)
at the end of September. Delivery of the milkpowder fc¢ these

projects has been asked for as soon as IGC approval has been

granted, so in view of the urgency the Council is asked to approve

the attributions now.

4. As with previous agreements, WFP may well need to ask
for changes in the amounts attributed to the projects approved by
the Council under the implementation of this agreement for the
supply of 20 000 tons of skimmed milk powder (i.e. to increase

reduce or eliminate the EEC contribution).

With a view to ensuring the highest possible efficiency
in carrying out the agreement, the Commission asks the Council to
authorize it to decide in the name of the Community upon the answer
to such requests from WFP. These decisions would consist in
modifying (inside the 20 000 tons) the breakdown of the amount s

among the projects approved by the Council,
