I'.{anagements consid-er that, when the Community is taken as
a whole, the recovery which got under way at the end of the summer has
in recent months gaindd further strenr;th and that industrial prod.uction
has been expandin3 at a .rery firm pace s the recove"y in Germany is in
full swing in most German industries and has had a stimulating effect
on the economies of the other member countries. The prorluction expectations
of Comrnu:rity firms, which are now higher than at any ti.me since April 1956,
suggest that erpansion will continue at a rapid. pace d.uring the next few
months,

In the Fed.eral Republic of Gerrnany, the surveys show that overal-l
inrlustrial production has gained further momentun, proving that the recoverJr
in d.emand. has in recent months been more wid-e1y based.. Production oxpecta-
tions reflect a very high degree of optim:.sm and. have been better than at
any time since l{arch 1964.

In Fbance, tho replies from mana.gements have improved s1i;;ttIy
in tone recently, and si-nce the summer of 1957 ind.ustrialists have ,3radual1y
become more optimistic as to the outlook f:r their production. fn the
circumstances the expansion of industrj-al orod-r-rctj-on might well be more
sustained. in tho months ahead..

In Italy, industrial prod.uction has picked- up in recent months
at a fairly 1i-ve1y tempo. The leveI of ord-ers on hand. is still juc1,Eod.

satisfactory, anti. production expectations, which had experienced. a period
of slow d"eterioration, are once again decidedly optimi-stic.

fn Be1.3ium, the replies to the questionnaires jr.rstlfy the hope
that in the near future the expansion of activity may be somewhat less
slow. Production expectations have resumed. their upward. movenent and
reached their highest leve1 since March 1955.

In Luxembollrg, acti-vity has remained. fal::ly weak; prod"uction
expectations axe, however, still go,:r1 .
