Tb€ Cprnmission:of the.Erropgan co*rnnities has putfisileigtit" thi"a
four-monthly leport for 1969 on the results of the EEC Business Survey, .

This report summarizes businessmenr s replies to the questionnaires sent
out each month from July to November.

In the Comrmni[r as a whole'--the*reuen't-"surveys have shovm that the bocn
has been naintained and that acute inflationary strain has persisted in the
period und"er review. This suggests that activity will be buoyant in the modhs
to come, thoug[r the rate of expansion may slacken somewhat (a norma] phenomenon
during this phase of the business cycle)"

In Gerrnany, the surveys show that the expansion of industrial production
has remai-ned. rapid.. l{anagernentsr views of their total ord-er-books ind.icate
that d,omestic demand, is stil1 vigorous, while opinions on the future trend
of export ord.ers are less favourable. The period. of operations covered by
ord.ers on hand. lengthened" somewhat between the end. of March and the end of
Septemberr md the prospects for production are still very good. fn view
of these pointsl operations may be expected to run at a high level in the
rnonths to comer and infla.tionary tendencies will persist.

In France, export demand has definltely been gathering momentum, but
the results of the surwey seem to show that home d.emand, for consumer good-s
in particular, is somewhat slacker" At production leveL, prospects are never-
tholess stj.ll very favourable and suggest that expansion will continue in
the rnonths to cone. The slackening in the growth of overall d.emand. will ease
persisting strain only gradually, given the inel-asticity of d.omestic supply.

In Italyr replies to the suffeys were influenced by recent social
d.isturbances. The production process was affected by the strikes, but the
underlying trend^ is still rising" lomestic demand, though high stiIl, is
assessed less favourablyr while pred.lctions as to export demand show lj.tt1e
change. The very high leve1 of production expectations suggests that
expansion will go ahead. in the next few months at a conti.nui-ng fast pace,
partly resulting from a d::-iqe to make good production Losses during the
strikes,

In Belgiumr the surveys show that economic expansion oontinued. to be
rapid and the growth rate of productlon remained high i-n recent months.
Marragements had become a little less optimistic but sti.Il considered. the
level of total and export ord.ers on barid to be satisfactory. Expectations
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regard.ing the scale of f,uture operations continue to be optimisticl though
the rates are tending to fall slightly and the tend.ency for selling
prices to rise is apparently persisting.

In Luxemboirg, activity has remained brisk in recent months. Opinions

of managements on the future trend. of production are very opti-misticrand
the pace of expansion may be expected. to continue.
