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The Statistical Office of the European Conmunities has just
publlshed $tatis!igls=d.es,, jfpP,pJcorts - ]958, the second volume
surnmarizing a yearrs transport statistics for the Communi-ty. This
volurne contains 28O pages of figures (plus two naps) on transport j.n
the slx Community countries, compared with 22O pages in the first of
these yearbooks (coverine L965, published in 1958).. ,,
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Part I of the publication deals with the three modes of
transport - roadl rail and inland waterway - cov€red by the Treaty of
Rome. There has been no great change in the tables here, which
contai.n the usual information on infrastructure, mobile equipmentr'
personnel employed, number of enterprises, transport performance and
so on. It ends with retrospective statisti-cs for goods transport
wj-thin each Comnunity country, transport between the Member States,
and transport between then and the rest of the world. statistics
are given foi alt .three nodes of transport by each of the ten chap-
ters of the Standard Goods Nonenclature for Transport Statistics (NST).

Part 2 of the yearbook deals with rnodes of transport - airl s€o.
and oil plpeline - not yet covered by the Treaty. The tables on
marttime transport have been expanded considerably. fn addition to
fuller tables on the merchant fIeet, there are now others on cabotage,
international transport between the Six and between the Sj-x and major
non-member countries. A1r these figures are broken down in accord-
ance wi-th the NST.

Part 3 of the publicati-on deals with the results of studies and
special surveys. It contains up*to-date figures for road haulage
withln each of the sj-x countries (again broken down by NST chapter)
and figures for annual distances covered by the di-fferent types of
vehicre' There are also two tables for road accidents in the
Conaunity (45 ooo people were killed and more than a million injured
on Comnunity roads in fg6?). Figures for infrastructure utilization,
also incruded in the previous editionn have been supplemented by
figures for expenditure on roads and statistics for receipte from the
various taxes and charges affecting road transport. This section
ends with a sunnary of the results of a communj-ty survey of expendi-
ture on wages and salartes and employerst contrj-butions to social
security schemes in the road transport industry in the six.
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Two maps of the Member States are attached to the yearbook.
One shows tnotorways already open or due for construction in the
next five years. The other shows navigable waterways in the
Communj-ty - bfassifiedn as is the normal practice, in six categories
corresponding to the tonnage of the vessels that can use them. The
map also i-ndicates r11grlr-,.1n:,p.Iggtg:Fp- *o__r planned for the near future.
