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The Council has already adopted on a proposal by the Comrnission, a Directive
relating to the suppression of interference caused by spark ignition engines.
Two other proposed Directives, one concerning domestic electrical appliances,
portable tools and similar equipment and the other concerning fluorescent
lightingr were sent by the Comrnission to the Council in July 1972"

The new proposal for a Directive which has now been forwarded to the Council
comes within the same category" It concerns radio interference caused by
radio and television receivers"

In these fields the differenc6 between the 1aws, regulations and administrative
provisions of the different Menber States were considerable and bore on the in-
spection and testing, the permissible limits, the equipment and nethods used
for measuring and classification of the apparatus i-n question"

The Commission proposals woul-d therefore help to remove the technical barriers
to trade which result from these differences. They provide for a solution
whereby the technical requirements and inspection rnethods laid down in the
Directives would replace those which existed in the States before the Directises
came into forcr . (ttre ff0omplete harmonizatlonff solution) .

To allow for any neces-sary amendment of these Directives in keeping with deve3-op-
ments in technical progress a Committee for Adaptation to Technical Prlgress has
been established under these Directives ; it will be generally responsible for
amending the provisions in the various Directives concerning the problens posed
by radio interference"
