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Commission proposals for the liberalization of the markets in surface goods
- transport within the Community

As part of the effort to implement a common transport policy, the Commission has
just adopted and forwarded to the Council eight proposals for regulations
relating to the operation of the markets in surface goods transport within the
Community.

These proposals were drawn up by the departments of the Commission following large-
scale consultations with the representatives of the transport operators, of the
other social and economic groups concerned and of the governments. The nmeasures
are to be applied to traffic between the lember States and their purpose is:

to draw up common rules concerning access to the occupation of carrier of goods:
to draw up more flexible common rules on charzing (rates and tariffs);

- to exenpt certain operations involving the carriage of goods by road between
Member States from any quota or authorization system;

-~ to increase the Community gquota of authorizations for the carriage of goods by
road between Member States.

The measures which the Commission is proposing to apply to transport between
lember States constitute a step towards the achievenment of its ultimate aim
which is the common organisation of all the transport markets within the
Community. 1In its accompanying communication to the Council, the Commission
defines the principles of a market economy on which the future rules finally
adopted for the transport market should be hased. Those principles may be
summarized as follows:

(a) transport undertakings must be free as far as their operation is concerned,
which implies freedom of choice as regards investments and the fixing of
transport rates;

(b) they must be able to cover the cost of providing transport services from
their revenue;

(¢) the public authorities may intervene only if persistent disturbances occur
on the transport markets or to meet requirements in the public interest
where the private sector fails to do so:

(d) to guide private undertakings and the public authorities in their decision-
moking, a system must be introduced at Comaunity level for monitoring the
transport nmarkets on a permanent basis, with the assistance of the

concerned, the trade unions and the governments.
