- fn a report to the Council the Commission investigates how far the l.{emberStates and the Corrrnission cooperates, on the one hald.r-and. how far the liember
States cooperate with each other, on the other, in preventing and suppressingirregularities with regard. to the EAGGF. It comes to the conclusj.on that thissystem of erchanginginfornation and. coordinating and. strengthening the monitoringarrangements which were introduced" in 1972 has generally w-rkea wett. ft does,however, point out certain irnprovements which could. be nad.e for which it willpresent proposals at a later date"

The Commission is pleasocL that nost problems ha,ve been solved. satisfactorilydespite the nultitude of d.ifficulties invllved. in setting up a comprehensiveinformation network. The commission would like to see iraprovements nad.e, particularly with regard.to the information supplied by the national d.epartments, rtrhich should. see that thj-sinformation is accurate, d.etailed. arrd. sent as uoor, "" possible" The comrnissignpoints out to the l{ember States that they should. send. fu1l detairs immed.iately ofany irregularities.they find, particularly when such imegularities could have far*.reaching repercussions or re.teil the existence of a new tlpe of fraud.. rn severalcasesr the Commissio" l.:- been 1b1e, on tlre basis of information received., to warnnational authorities of- the ris$ of irregularities, thus d.enonstrating the usefulnessof such oooperation..
