The reduced levet of generaI economic activity dating from the tate spring and
earLy summer of 1976 continued, trith a furtherdeterioration in some ltlember States,
throughout the tatter part of 1976 and beginning of 1977. Trends in the Community
steeI industry in 1976 by and large fotl.owed th6 generat economic pattern-. Crude

steet output rose in the second quarter, onty to iaLt again, at first sLow[y and

then more rapidly towards the end of the year.
In vlew of the current situation and the way it l,iLL probably devetop, the main
ajm of the forward programme for the second quarter of lgZZ rri[[ once again be to
keep steeI production levets and detiveries strictLy in Line with actuaL market
requ i rement s.

The main forward estimates are as fotlows.: tooo 0oo tonnes crude steel
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ReaL consumption for the second quarter of 1977 is estimated at 3o-0 mi[lion tonnes
crude steeL. This is slightty up on the first quirter of 1976, which reftected
seasonat effects , and ?,4 % down on the aLready tow teveL.of demand in the second
quarter of 1976.
