Or the initiative of l[r. Brqnner, Conrnissioner for Srerryr the
Connission has accepted. and transnittecl. to the Council two projects
for d.irectives concerning the obligation on Menber States to store oiL
artd"/or products equal- to ninety days average claiLy
consumption.

Ore d.irective concerns the fact that in spite of the existence of
agreements governing storage on the territory of other Member Statest
supplernentary neaflrres are necessary in order to encourage the best use
of existing storage capacities.

The Connission proposes that alL conpanies wishing to pLace storage
capacity at the clisposa} of conpanies in other Menber States should
request authorisation fron the conpetent national authority. Conpa.nies
fron other Menber States wishing to use these capacities in order to ful-
fill their stora,ge obligation shoulcl do so without authorisation for
quantities of crude oil andr/or petro!.er:m products constituting l-ess than
20 per cent of its storage obligation.

Above thig level' authorisation would. be neecled'.

The other clirective concerns the financing of these storage capacities
nhich at present constitute a consid.erable financial br:rdenr especially
for srnall and. ned.iun companies. In order to Lessen the burd.enr the
Coru:nission is proposing that Member States pernit und.ertakings to create
storage organisations in Menber States which would. take over part of the
storage obligation. These orga,nisations would. be financecl by feesr would. be
non-profit making and would have lega1 ictentities and financial autonomy.
Menber States would give prior approval to the amount of the fees and to
their nethod of calculation.
