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FIFTH REPORT ON THE ACTIVITIES OF THE EUROPEAN SOCIAL FUND (1)

During 1976 about 6501000 persons in the Member States of the Community are estimated
:o have benefitted from vocationat trainjng programmes which received assistance from
;he European SociaI Fund. The impact of these training programmes, which received a

iffi non-repayab[e subsidy from the SociaI Fund, is considerabty wider than the above
figure suggests because of the fact that abor:t 10,0tJ0 of the beneficiaries were either
:eachers or sociat workers receiving further traininrl and their new skiIts shou[d have
l consequent "muItipLier effect" on other train'in{'l r}roqrammes'

:t is aLso estimated that at teast 73% of the 1976 Socia[ Fund budget of 441 mit[ion
rnits of account r,rasaLLocated to programmes in the Less devetoped regions of the
lommunity where the sociat needs are the greatest. (2)

'hese are among the main conclusfons of the Fifth Report on the Activities of the European
iociaL Fund in 1976 which has just been approved by the Commission and sent to the
iounciL of Ministers and the European ParLiament. Under the SociaI Fund ruLes, the
iommission submits every year a report on the activities of the Fund during the
rreceding financiat year and on the deveLopment in expenditure forseeabte in the coming
hree years. The present report incLudes materiaL which was not avai[ab[e in previous

orts such as the overaLt financiat'impact of the Fund on the Less-deveLoped regions
the Community, the numbers of peopte benefitting from the various fietds of inter-
tion and the breakdown of payments according to Member State (3).

RITICAL EMPLOYMENT SITUATION

e introduction to the report points out that the employment market background against
ich the Sociat Fund had to operate in'1976, when unemptoyment reached a post-war,

ecord of 5.5 mitLion, was perhaps the most criticat yet experienced. UnLike in
vious years, when appLications for aid from the Fund under some head'ings feIL short

f the amount of credits avaiLable, the situation is now the reverse and the'1976
tications more than doubLed the budqet avaitabte.

he Commissionts generaL poLicy during 1976 continued to bqto ensure an active roLe
r the SociaI Fund in contributing towards the promotion of Community empLoyment
Licy by favouring vocationaL training programmes bli{h weLL defined and cLearty

isibLe objectives, initiatives with a cataLytic or promotionaL effect and suitabte
chemes un[ikeLy to have been canried out were it not for the provision of financ'ing
rom the Fund. Although the budget reached 441 niLLion u.a. in 1976, this amount was

more than a smaLt fraction of many Member Statesr expenditure on vocationaL training.
is is why the Commjssjon favours jncreasing the degree of concentration in the use

f avaiLab[e resources to hetprfor examp[e,, young persons to find jobs and in the
orrecting of structurat imbaLances between the varjous regions of the Community.

progress j1as aLso achieved during 1976 in improving the efficfency of the administration
of the Fund and the votume of payments (as distinct from commitments) attained aLmost
trebLed that of previous years and amounted to 245 ni[tion u.a. The report points out
in this connection that the Member States themseLves sometimes deLay their appLications
for payments thus contributing to a complicatjon of the budgetary procedures. For
exampLe, at the end of 1976, it ulas estimated that applications for payments in
respect of operations carried out in 1975 and amounting to 40 miLLion u.a. had stiLL
not yet been presented.

The report remarks that there are definite Limits as to what can be achieved in
improving the efficiency of the administration of the Fund without changes jn the
basic regutations. It is recaIted that the Commission in ltlarch of this year in its
proposa[s to the CounciL concerning a review of the ruLes governing the tasks and
operations of the SociaI Fund deaLt with such issues as increasing the degree of con-
centration of the Fund on the Less deveLoped regions and the most vutnerabLe categories
of workers, improv'ing efficiency and speeding up payments by giving advances. The
Council has begun its discussion of these proposals.

The report has detai[ed chapters on: the Fundrs activities by fietds o{ intervention
(textiLes, migrants, young peopIe, handicapped etc.); regionaI impact; p,iIot experi-
ments; effectiveness of aid; improvement in management; the advisory co,rmittee and
financiaI and budgetary aspects. The annexes give extremety detaiIed figures on aLL
aspects of the Fundrs activities.
