SKIMMED-IYIILK POI.'DER AND BUTTEROIL)
COMMISSION PROPOSALS*

To make food aid as effective as possib[e by enabLing programmes to be
carried out as compteteLy as possibte in the 1978 budgetary year, the
Commission forwarded the three programmes to the CounciL in October. It ha
requested the CounciI to reach its decision before the end of December.

QUANTITIES: There is a need to raise the amount of cereats aid and to fix
miLk powder aid at 150 000 tonnes.

Cereals: The programme covers 720 000 tonnes, i.e. the quantity adopted
by the CounciL for the purposeS of the draft 1978 Budget (56% of the internationaL
commitment by the Community and the Member States under the Food Aid Convention).
This quantity is the same as in 1977 and thus does not represent any progress
towards putting the aid on a Community basis. The Commission is thus reiterating
the proposa[, made in the preLiminary draft budget, that Community invotvement
shoutd be i4creased to 60%. It is also reiterating its proposat for an

CounciL to decide as a matter of urgency'on the overatL quantity for the next
three years (1 650 000 tonnes mininunr Z 500 000 tonnes maximum), taking into
account the progress of the negotiations for a new Food Aid Convention, which
is to be brought into force on 1 JuLy 1978.

Skimmed-miLk powder: The Commission maintains its proposaL made in the
preLiminary draft budget, i.e. 150 000 tonnes. The draft budget drawn up by
the CounciI contains on[y the woids r'token entry" pending a subsequent decision.
With a view to that decision, the Commission wiIt shortLy forward to the
CounciL a communication on the nutritionaI requirements of the deveLoping countries.

Butteroit: The quantity proposed is 45 000 tonnes, the same as that decided
by the Counci L in the draft budget

(cereaLs: 143 mi Lk powder: 187, butteroi [ : 159).

PROJ ECTS

The main characteristics of the 1978 programmes are:

1. The concentration of aid on the poorest countries (which under the 197E
programme are to receive 96ll of the cereaLs, 937 of the skimmed-mi[k powder and
99z^ of the butteroi t) ,in accordance with the guidelines laid down in the document
entitted "Fresco of Community action tomorrow". In this context, the Commission
has aLtered the per capita GNP figure used to determine the poorest countries.
Instead of the figure of US 8300 used formerty, it proposes, in Line with the
CounciL Decision of 2? l4arch 1977, to appty the figure of US 8520 used by the
IDA (International DeveLopment Association) and the US Administration.

?. Privjteged treatment for specific development projects in the attocation
of quantities. The Commission proposes that the aItocation of mitk products
should fuL[y cover the requirements under such specific projects for free dis-
tribution and for the deveLopment of the mil.k industry, particuLar[y in India.
The latter project (Operation Flood) uiLI be the subject of a separate
communication 19: tn" Commission.

REAUIREMENTS: NEEDS AREJNCREASING

- Cereals: The number of applications submitted is 39, covering a totat
quZFiilot 2 650 000 tonnes, i.e. some 500 000 tonnes more than in 1977.
Scrutiny of the needs reveats a pronounced deterioration in the food situation
in respe_ct of cereats as compared with the current year.

" At best, Community aid might cover 1O% of needs in the poorest countries.
Given the insufficiency of the amounts avaiLable, however, this percentage has to
be ha[ved where requirements exceed 500 000 tonnes'

- Skimmed-qil!_p@: The requirements are increasing here atso, from
1emnes(thefina|.figurewiLLprobabLybeevenhigher).
h1ith the exception of aid assigned to specific devetopment projects or to free
distributions, where it fs ptanned to cover the entire needs, the quantities
atlocated witl cover between 30 and 607, of needs.

- Butteroit: The requirements total nearLy 92 000 tonnes. The quantities
avEJTabl.e can cover between 10 and 70% of needs, with extr'a aid being'a[tocated
to specific projects, the requirements of which cannot however be ful[y met.

As in previous yea?s, the aLLocation proposed for direct aid to various
countries is based on the combined app[ication of severaL criteria: requirements,
per capita income, externaI financiat position,
