STABILIZATION OF EXPORT EARNINGS

TRANSFERS FOR 1976

FoLLowing a Commission Decision of 21 December, there wiLL be a third and finaL
instaLment of tnansfers, invoLving three ACP countries, to offset falLs in export
earnings for 1976.

With the first two instaLments (1), transfers made for 1976 total 36.3 miLLion EUA

and twelve ACP countries (2) have been invoLved. Transfers for 1975 totailed 72.8
miftion EUA for 17 ACP States.

In 1976 the poorest ACP counties were the main necipients of transfers
More than 75 % of the total transfens h,ere made to the Least deveLoped States,
which are consequentIy exempted from contributing towards the reconstitution
of the system's resources. In 1975 the cornesponding figure was 57%. These
figures show how important the system b to smaLL producing countries, which
are particuLarLy vuLnerabLe to drops in production resuLting from a cLimatjc
accident or other naturaI circumstances, angf what impact it has on those countries.
It has been found that in most cases it is in fact the drop in earnings due to
LocaL circumstances which has brought the guarantee offered by Stabex into pLay:
atmost 80/" of the amounts transferred this yean stemmed from such circumstances,
onLy 20% being accounted for by losses of earnings brought about by the unfavourabIe
economic situation.

Among the transfers agreed for the third instalment for 1976, two are the result
of amendments made to the Stabex system at the Last meeting of the EEC-ACP CounciL,

Thus Madagascar received a transfer of 1.14 nlLLion u.a. to offset the faLL in
export earnings from cLoves (which has been included in the list of products
covered, together with gum arabic, wooL, moha'i r, van'i Lta and yLang-yLang) and
tJestern Samoa obtained compensat'ion of 349.000 u.a. for a drop'in expont earnings
from wood in the rough, consideration being given not onLy to its exports to the
Community but to atl. its sates, inrespective of destination.

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The third transfer decision in the Latest instalment concerns Uganda (3.6 miLLion u.a.),
which recorded a drop in its export eannings from tea and cotton (not carded or
combed).

Thjs drop is due to the fact that the peasant farmers have abandoned this type
of crop in favour of food crops.
