STUDY OF EUROPEAN COMMUNITY IN SCHOOLS(1)

The Commission has just finaIised its proposats put forward by Commissioner
Guido Brunner to encourage the study of the Eunopean Community in schooIs
throughout the Member States. The proposats wiLI now be pLaced befone a

CounciL of Education Ministers which shoutd be meet'ing before the end of
the year.

The proposaLs are a foLLow up to the meet'ing of Education Ministers on 9
February 1976 when it was decided to give a "European dimension to the ex-
perience of pupi[s and teachers in primary and secondary schoo[s in the Com-

munity". Mr. Brunner now proposes a senies of measures designed to strengthen
one specific aspect of this European dimension in schools - the study of the
European Community itseIf .

It'is suggested that in the first phase efforts shoutd be concentrated on
prov'iding teaching about the Community for atL those in schooLs up to the age

of ?8. The intention is to work out a second programme fon those over 18 at
a [ater stage. Costs would be shared by Menber States and by the Community.
The cost of the programme envisaged would be just over 5 MUCE for a four year
programme start'ing in 1980.

The proposaLs recognise thbt there are'important differences between the edu-
cationat structures of the various Member States, and that it wouLd be wrong
to aim at any standard pattern of study. Teaching would have to be adapted to
needs both of individuaL countries and of individuaI schooLs and teachers.
Great cane a[so has to be taken to deaL with the subject matter objectively and
in conformity with accepted pedagogicat standards. At the same time the aim
shoutd be to ensure that pupiLs in every memben country should have an oppor-
tunity to Learn about the Community by means of a coherent sequence of studies
throughout their career in primary and in secondary schooLs.

The achievement of this objective wi LI
encouraged by the reLevant educationat
proposats accept that this can onLy be
time.
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Subjects for Study

As for subject matter, the proposaLs suggest that this shoutd shouLd cover
three main areas during the fuLI span of a pupitts educational career:

the Commun'ity in its Eunopean context: the historicaL and poL'iticaL context
which gave rise tc the creation of the Commun'ity; the objectives of its founde,
its roLe in relation to other teveIs of government (Locat, regiona[, nationa[);
the Commun'ity as a framework for common action whjIe preserving human, cut-
turaL and nationaI diversity; reLations w,ith othen countries and regions'in
Eu rope;

the Commun'ity in action: its pot"rers and decision-making processes. InstitutionaL
developments (incLud'ing direct eIections) and their impIicat'ions; its main
achievements and problems; how it affects the tives of its citizens; pnoblems
related to its future deveLopment;

- the Community 'in its wor"Id context: retations with the super-powers, other
industriat countries and the deveLoping worId; its ro[e with regard to the
United Nations and other internationaL bodies; comparisons with other regionaL
groupings.
