1. It should be remembered that, before the draft budget was g'iven its
fi rst reading by Par t i ament :

in its preIiminary draft the Commission had submitted reLativeLy smaIL
increases compared with Last year (+ 15.5% for appropriations for payment
and + 12.1% for appropriations fon commitment) whiLe at the same time
emphasizing those measures and poticies which it considered shou[d have
priority (sociaL, energy, industriat and deveIopment poljcies among
ot hers ) ;

the CounciL, at the first reading, had however, substantiaLLy cut back
these proposaLs, particuIarty where the priority areas t"tere concerned;
the result was an overalI reduction of the rate of increase in non-
compuLsory expenditure from 33.27. to 7.76% for commitments and a net
reduction of 9.427. for payments compared with the 1978 budget (see
P - 115 of October 1978).

2. At the first reading in October, ParLiament was very criticaL of the
CounciL version of the draft budget, which it described as inadequate in
view of the Communityrs present and future tasks and the generat guideIines
taid down by the Eunopean Counci I in Bremen.

To a great extent, therefore, Partiament reinstated the appropriations
advocated by the Commission andr'in some cases, even expanded them, as, for
instance, in the sociaI sector deaIing with measures such as the anti-poverty
campa'ign, assistance to smaLL and medium-sized undertakings and measures to
heIp women.

tJith regard to the RegionaL Fund, ParIiament went considerabty beyond
the Commission's proposaLs and voted (extra) increases of 480 miLIion EUA

in appropriations for commitment and 198 miLIion EUA in appropriations for
payment.

ParIiament aLso nestored the votume of food aid and'increased by
50 000 tonnes the voLume of skimmed mi[k powder.

0n the other hand ParLiament did not nestore the appropr.iations whichthe Commission had requested for certain measunes under industriaI
structure poticy (data processing, alrcraft construction) or energy poticy(the greater use of coaI in power stations, especiaLty where this affectsthe Commission poLicy on coat-mining).

In short, the increases voted by ParLiament at the second reading
amount to 2 272 061 427 EUA in appropriations for commitment and
846 923 147 EUA in appropriations for payment.

3. 0n 20 November, after conferring with a partiamentary deLegation the
CounciL wiL[ be asked at second reading to come to a decision on the draftas amended by parLiament.
