(NGOs) becomes fuLty operationaI

The 1979 Annual Assembly of the European NGOs speciatizing in
development cooperation wiLL be hetd in Brussets on 2? and
23 Mar,g,h.

- It wiIL enable the NGO representatives numbering about 80 and
Commission staff to take stock of thei,r cooperation - estabLished
1976 at the initiative of the European ParLiament - in cofinancing
deveLopment projects, educating European opinion in devetopment
issues, and providing food aid and emergency aid in exceptional
situations, and a[so to examine the prospects for 1979.

The "Report on reLations with non-governmentaI organizations (NGOs)

with speciaL reference to the cofinancing of projects for the 1978
financiaL year"1 presented by the Commission to the CounciL provides
confirmation that this nehJ form of cooperation has now become an
important compLement to the operations being conducted by the Community
in this sphere:

Most of these funds have been, or are being, used for cofinanc'ing
schemes with European NG0s in devetoping countries throughout the worLd,
inctuding the ACP countries.

The rgeneraL conditionsr for cofinancing adopted in conjunction with
the NGOs enable the Community to finance 50% of the cost of projects
carried out by NGOs, the ceiLing being 100 000 EUA per project per year.

2. Sharp increase in_the number of projects- countries and NGOs invotved

Since 1976 the European NG0s, in cLose conjunction with the authorities
and LocaL popuLations, have made increasing use of the cofinancing oppor-
tunities which they were offered three years ago. A totaL of 364 projects
(76 in 19761 113 in 1977 and 175 in 1978) have been cofinanced with 84 NG0s

in 76 devetoping countriesr'involving a total amount of 18 5OO OOO EUA.

The muLtiptier effect of Community cofinancing is remarkabte: in
1978 the total investment made through NGOs in 175 cofinancd'd projects
was 35 miLtion EUA, the Community share (12 mitLion EUA) representing onLy
347,.

3. The experience of 1978

The Communit.y,ts cooperation with the NG0s in the development fieLd
evotved in a d;,namic, positive and diversified way in 1978. After the
experience of the first two.yearsr 1976 and 1977, this cooperation has nox
taken on,more effective dimensions and is produci'ng more profound effects'
partLy as a resu,Lt of the substantiaL increase in the funds avaitabLe. This
encouarging deveIopment has therefo.re produced satisfactory resuLts and
opens up,new prospects, thereby making the runofficiaL European Communityr'
more integrated in the Cornmunit)rrs development poLicy.

As regards the cofinancing of NGO operations 'in the field, a number
of projects represent a good deal more than one-off openations and in fact
constitute an appreciabLe contribution to deveIopment; opportunities are'
aLso emerging for directLy invoLving the NGOs in certain EDF projects in
food aid or emergency aid schemes, in agreement with the populat'ions and
governments concerned.

NGO cooperati'on in the field of deveLopment education in the
Community has been started on an efficient basis and substantiaL progress
can be expected in 1979.
