The Commission has adopted the first report on the borrowing and [ending
activities of the New Community Instrument (NCI) in the financiaI yean 1979,
together with a report on the jnterest subsidies for certain toans granted
under the European Monetary System'

Both reports are to be sent to the CounciL and to ParLiament in accordance
with the orovisions of the CounciL Decisjon 781870/EEC and CounciI ReguIation
(EEc) No. 1736/79.

I. FIRST REPORT- ON T-HE ACTIVITIES OF THE NCI.IN T.HE FINANCIAL Y.EAR 1979

(CounciI Decision 78/87OlEEC of 16 0ctober 19?8')

The report is concerned with the operations carried out under the first
tranche of [oans authorjzed by the CounciL on 14 llay 1979 (Decision
Tg/486/EEcZ) to an amount of 500 miLlion EUA, the funds to be used to
finance investment projects in the infrastructure and energy sectors.

By 31 December 1979, two loans guaranteed under the generaL budget of
the Community had been contracted on the foLLowing terms:

- a 15-ye ar Dl4 ?25 mi!.tdon bond issue at,7.7/8Y.;
- a Z}'year US$ 125 miLLion issue at 11-60%-

By 31 December 1979, the Commission, act'ing in conjunctjon with the
European Investment Bank, had s'igned nine Loan contracts to a total of
277 niLLion EUA for projects jn lta[y, the United Kingdom and IreLand'
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The totaL investment cost for the nine projects amounts to 1 810 miLlion
EUA, of wh'ich the energy projects account for 1 050 m'iLLion EUA. The Loans
granted unden the "OrtoLi faciLity" wiLI thereforr3 cover 15.3% of the
costs on average. The EIB acted jointLy with the Commission and in some

cases provided additionaL Loan f inance thereby f a,ci L'itating the impLe-
mentation of priority projects.

(CounciL ReguLation (EEC) No. 1736/79 of 3 August 1979')

Persuant to this ReguLation, aid in the form of interest subsidies intended
ma'inLy to pnomote infrastructure investment progrilmmes may be granted in
respect of Loans made either from the EIBts own nesources or from the
resources of the NC1, to the Less prosperous Member States effectiveLy and

fuLLy participat'ing in the mechanisms of the EMS. The ReguLation atso
stiouLates that the investments to be subsidized must contribute to
resoLving the main structuraL probLems affecting the Member State concerned
(reduction of regionaL imbalances, improving the empLoyment situation)
and Lays down the financiaL ceiIings appLicabLe to the operations carried
out, nameLy five annuaL instaLments of 1 000 milLion EUA for Loans to be

subs'idized and f ive annuaL instalments of 200 mi L l.ion EUA to be entered
in the budget to cover the discounted vaLue of the subsidies representing an

interest rate reduction of 37" per annum.

By Decision 79/691/EEC of 3 August 19792, the CounciL designated IreLand
and ItaLy as Member States eLig'ibLe for the measures provided for in the
ReguLation.

In aIL,34 interest subsidies in respect of loans totaLIing 903.5 miLLion
EUA were granted f rom 1979 budget appropri at'ions, on the basi r; of the
Commissionrs decision that the projects were eliglbLe. They were for
30 investment projects of which 29 were financed from the EiB's olvn

resources and 5 from the NCIts res,ources (4 projects thus benefitting
from both EIB and NCI loans). Taken together, the 34 interest subsidies
used uo the full 200 miLLion EUA of budgetary resources avaiLabLe for
the 1979 instaLment.
