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EUROPEAN SOCIAL FUND - ANNUAL REPORT 1980 (1)

The Commission has just approved the 1980 European SociaI Fund Report - the
ninth such annuaI report of the Fundrs activities. It outIines the Fundrs
expenditure by category (?), underLines the deteriorating emptoyment situation
in the EEC and stresses the regiona[ impact of the Socia[ Fund.

Deteriorating job situation
The [abour market situation in 198O, says the SociaI Fund report, continued to
deteriorate with registered unempLoyment increasing from an average of 6.04
miLLion in 1979 $.6% of the active poputation) to 6.8 mitLion (6.2%) in 1980,
and sti[[ rising (3).

More particutarLy, job Losses in industry exceeded in 1980 the totaI for the
previous four years. The worst hit branches - mining, steeL, shipbuiLd'ing,
texti[es and c[othing, footwear and mechanicaI engineering - suffered an
aggregate Loss of 700,000 jobs since 1976.

SociaI Fund response

The Sociat Fund commitments budget in 1980 was 909.5 MECU and a carry-over of
11?.4 ttlECU f rom the previous year brought totaI resources avai Labl.e in 1980
up to'11022 ilECU. Fund grants approved in 1980 tota[Led 1,014.? lqECU, 31%
greater than in the previous year, benefiting an estimated 1.5 miILion peopLe
in the Community. The voLume of appLications reached 11625 MECU, the equivaLent
of about 159% of totaI appropriations. The seLection of apptications to be
financed was decided by the Commission in two series - in June and October
respectivety - after consultation with the SociaL Fund Committee and in accordance
with criteria set out in the GuideLines for the Management of the European
Socia[ Fund for the period 1980-82 G). l'lhiLe taking account of the sociat and
economic situation in the Community the GuideLines recognised the need to give
priority to training operations most cLoseIy tinked to emptoyment, as weLI as
recognising the need to produce a skiLLed workforce in areas of the Community
suffering decLing in order to attract investment.

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ApproxjmateLy 88% of aid was for the traditionaL activities of training,
retrain'ing and resettLement of workers with the ba[ance of around 12% devoted
to job creation schemes for young peopLe and, to a Lesser extent, empLoyment
p.ogr"rr"s for workers, regardLess of age, irr the regions quatifying for aid
from the European RegionaL DeveLopment Fund-

Once again the fieLds of regions GZD and young peopte Ggn accounted for more

than four-fifths of SociaL Fund aid (see tabte)

The speciaL priority accorded in the seLection criteria to the absoLute priority
regions - GreenIand, French Overseas Departmernts, Ireland, Northern IreLand and

the Mezzogiorno - tras continued in 1980. Aicl approved for these regions, hetped
also by the fact that they benefit from grants 10% higher than the rest of the
Community, amounted to 334 MECU, 147" up on the previous year and equivaLent to
one-third of totaI commitments approved.

Further progress was achieved on payments in 1980 and by the end of November

aIL availabLe payment appropriations had beerr used. The provison of a suppLementary
budget on 23 December 1980 made it possibLe to increase totat payments to
735 MECU, ?3.4% more than in the previous year.
