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FIRST TRANCHE FOR 1982 APPROVED (1)SOCIAL FUND

The Commission has just approved the first batch of SociaL Fund financing
for 198?. Apart from some piIot projects, this first batch concerns
excLusiveLy a Limited number of schemes designed to'improve the effectiveness
of Iocat training structures. Overatt SociaI Fund resources being atIocated
to this first tnanche, piIot projects incIuded, is 111668 MECU.

The seven LocaI training projects'in question'- 3 each in France and the
United Kingdom and one in Italy - wiLL receive a totaL of 10.3 MECU. In
France the areas concerned are the Vosges, the Haute Loire and the Pyr6n6es;
in the United Kingdom, Wigan, Tyne and.Wear and Carrickfergus; and in ltaIy,
Campania (SaIerno Province).

These- seven LocaL deveLopment programmes provide particuLarty interesting
examples of the important rote of training in job creation initiatives. In
aLL thesd progrdmmes it is the'Local inhabitants of each area who are to be
advised and trained in setting up net.l economic activities (such as smaLt
businesses and cooperatives) or deveLoping existing activities (such as craft
and cottage industries). Different types of training prgjects (incLuding
courses to deveIop manageriaL and entrepreneuriaI cpacities, speciaLised
ski[|. training, and training of [ocat--devetopment advisers) are to be set up
in the context of an overaLt stpategy invoLving wage earners,, seLf-empLoyed
peopte, and those in famiLy enterprises, as wetL as unempLoyed peopLe and
those threatened with unemp[oyment.

In the Vosges, a department characterized by a decLin'ing textiLe
industry and an under-expIoited agricuIturat sector, Fund support
is to gq, inter atia, to draining programmes in sectors like crafts,
foodstuffs and ruraL tourism, and to projects encouraging the
creation of new bus.inesses.
