NEh, MOVES TO CUT DELAYS AFFECTING GOODS TRAFFIC BETI.,EEN MEMBER STATES ('K)
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Twenty five years after the estabLishment of the Common Market, transpont
between Member States is stiLL hampered by cross-frontier probtems. This
can add up to 7 pen cent to some consumer prises in the Community. For
road transport aIone, the waiting time at intennal frontiers increases
transport costs by about 1 bilLion ECU annualLy. It has been estimated
that improvements in the organjsation and appLication of the seventy
existing inspections or procedures that stitt operate in some h/ay or other
in the various transport reLations between Member States woutd produce
savings for road transport of from 400 to 500 miLLionECU per year.

In March 1981 the CounciI adopted a ljst of ten majn transport topics
to be given priolity in the period up to the end of 1983, one of these
is the faci t itation of frontier-crossing. The European ParIiament has
repeatedty caLLed for action on such frontier probLemsrmost recent[y
in a discussion on the Carossino report..
On the basis of an 138-page expert report $EC/82/560 finat) on diffi:-
cuLties encountered at frontiers by jnland transport, the Commission
prepared a draft Directjve on the faciLitation of formaLities and
inspect'ions in respect of the carriage of goods betueen Member States
(COM(82)189 finaL). Both the report and the draft Directive have now

been sent to the CounciL.-
