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The importance of the forthcoming negotiations

The second Lom6 convention governing cooperation between the European Community
and 63 African, Caribbean and Pacific countries, which came into force on1 January 1981, is due to expire on 28 February 1ggs. For EEc-Acp
cooperation to continue beyond that date negotiations for a new convention
have to be opened in Juty- and get under way in september this year, The
commission has just adopt6d a communication to the Council. whiln srrouLd
enabLe the Community to work out its approach to the negotiations in good time"

The Commissionrs proposats, the poLicy guidetines of which are set out be[ow,are LargeLy based on the views put forward by the Commission in septemben
Last year in its Memorandum on the Communityis development pot.icy (see p-51
of september 1982), which were generalty weLI received by t'he councit.

The forthcoming attempt to work out the terms on which cooperation betweenthe Community and the ACP States wiLL be continued and conso[idated representsthe first and undoubtedLy the most important real opportunity to put intoeffect a poticy aimed systematicaL[y at adjusting the instruments and practiceof cooperation to the reatities and requirements of devetopment rather than
approaching devetopment in terms of the avaiLabLe instruments. This is theph'itosophy underLying the Commissionrs proposaIs for the future of EEC-ACp
cr:operation and the reform of food aid poticy al"ike.
'i. 9ruciaI nego!iations at a difficu[t !!me
The convention Linking the ruiopean economic Community with the African,
Caribbean and Pacific States is not the whote of Community deveLopmentpoticy: it is simpLy the most fuLty articulated ancl most Lasting part of thatrolicy. It is a touchstone and in some respects a modet. It is a unique
exampLe of a group of ten devetoped countries estabLishing ties with 63i
deveLoping countries which negotiate and administer their undertakings atso
as a group. There is no doubtjn anybody's mind that it wiLI be renewed.
But not regardless of the terms, and everyone knows the negotiations wiLI
be hard- We wil.t be negotiating with the group of ACP Staies; the group itseLfwi[[ decide how it is to be constituted. In att LikeLihood it wit[-consist of
the countries which have acceded to Lom6 II, and probab[y AngoLa and Mozambique
as wetL. The Community made up its mind right from Lom6 I to acknow[edge the
ACP countriesr intention to stand united and it decided to refrain fron
any bilaterat or reg'ionaI approach which woutd undermine this stand in
p ract i ce.

I'he Community wishes to stick to this posit'ion throughout the preparations
for and conduct of the forthcoming negotiations, since jt is the approach
most in accordance with both its own nature and its views regarding
internationat economfc retations between industriatized and deveLoping
countries.
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The negotiations witl open in September in circumstances very different
from those of five years ago. The facts of intennationaL Iife have
changed, and East-West confrontation has come to repLace North-South diaLogue
as the issue of centrat concern. The Second DeveLopment Decade has shown
uSr in retrospect, that aid has been inadequate olinappropriate, and that
many Third Wor[d countries have been unable to derive any reaL benefit from
what they d'id get. The poorest countriestdebts are eating their substance
away and stand in the way of fnesh investment. Regarding the Lom6
Convention itself, not aLI the schemes it has financed have proved to be
worthwhi Le instruments of devetopment.

Food aid, which does not come under the convention but goes to a number of
ACP countries, is strongLy criticized, both as conceived and as practised,
by certain Member States, by pubLic opinion and by the European Partiament,
which is caLIing for its compLete refonm.

WhiLe a recession-hit, economy-conscious Europe is not yet caILing deveLopment
aid itseIf into question, there'is a generaI insistence that aid money
shouLd be spent to better purpose and do more to heLp the very poorest.

2. What the Commission is orooosino
fn lished a pLan to combat world hunger,
a year Laten the Commission presented its "fvlemonandum on the Communityrs
deveLopment poIicy", and it has very recentIy sent the Councit a Communication
on "Food aid for devetopment".

Those three papers outtine or begin to amp[ify the ideas to be sanctioned
in the convent'ion, the essentiaI elements of which are as fo[[ows:

j) Priority shou[d go to developing rather than equipping, and in particuIar
to deveLoping agricuIture and sel.f-suffic'iency in food: the "food
strategy" witI come into its ot"ln; ruraI deveIopment is recognized as
be'ing the key to growth.

ii) There wiLL be a series'of "thematic" campaigns - tong-term operations
carried out over a wide area aimed at (re-) estabLishing the biotogicat,
ecoLog'icaL, scientific and human foundations for devetopment.

iii) The emphasis wiLI be on seLf-determ'ined, seIf-sustaining, seIf-reIiant
deveLopment, as independent as poss'ibte of imported modeIs and based
on a bnoad understandjng of the cutturaILy, historicaLty and geographica[[y
conditioned and creative nature of aLt sociaL advancement.

iv) The community witI estabLish a Iist of priorities for its own
deveLopment operations, which it witI commend to its prospective
partners in deveLopment cooperation,

v) It is no tonger enough mere[y to discuss particuIarprrjects hrith
devetoping countries; what is needed now js negotiati, ns, a dialogue,
on actuaI policies.

vi) AtL instruments and atL operations must be coordinated to prevent
inconsistency and waste; food aid shoutd be integrated with the other
instruments of deveIopmenti fvlember Statesr operations shouId be coordinated
with those of the Community.
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vii) Aicl nei-ds to be made both more predictabte and more f[exible.

viii) Sonre instruments haue to be reviewed and the trade arnangements estabtished
under the convent ion made more spec i f .i c.

Europe needs the entenprise to succeed because development poLicy heLps shapeits own identity; because a part of its strength in international. affairs
comes from its speciaI relations with the Third Wor[d; because it depends
on the African, Caribbean-and Pac'ific States for an important share of its
economic activjty and raw materiaI suppLjes. The ACP countries need it to
succeed because if they cannot count on the Community they witt have difficuttyin finding a new pantnen wiLLing to come up w'ith a negotiated, contractuaLLy-
based, Lasting and poIit'icaL Ly neutraI system of devetopment iooperation. i,,ni tethe (modest) funds made avaiLabIe have their importance, the way they are
admjnistered has a potiticaL vatue which is greater than the vaiue of sums
invotved.

There wi[[ be a new convention, for in the Last analysis no one wi1 take therjsk of abortjng the who[e enterprise for the sake of short-term setf-interest, however Legitimate. The poLiticaI argument wiLL prevait, wh.ich can
mean eJther a cheap compromise or the strengthening of existing l.inks in a new
vision of the way ahead.

The Commission cannot accept the cheap comprom'isel it is in no oners interest.
Yet it wouLd be'the inevitabIe outcome of negotiations which simpty aimedat juggLing with the ba[ance of advantage on either side by extensive
t'inkering with the text of Lom6 II.

4. Fostening economic emancipation
The Commission is catLing fon a convention of indefinite durat.ion, a genuine
treaty between the Community and the ACP States, as a means of underIining
both the importance of the poIiticaI gesture and the faith of a[[ concerned
in the durabiLity of the cooperation system.

Before we get down to negotiations on hrays and means there must be a political
debate and politicaL consensus on objectives. In the intenests not onty ofcLarity but also of efficiency a contract of unLimited duration wiLl be conc[u-
ded whereby the Community, mov'ing beyond the concept and pnactice of the "aiddonor", undertakes to pnovide support for a comprehensive-devetopment process.
The Commission document contains an appeaL for a net.l deaL aimed at giving
an economic, sociaI and cuLturaL dimension to poIiticaL independence. It is
a matter of the greatest urgency, for thanks to food shortfaLLs and debt the
majority of ACP States ane more economicaL[y dependent today than they were
in coIoniaL times.

The a(ternative can be starkty expressed: either we taunch a net.t cooperation
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poticy with setf-sufficiency as its goaI or most African and some Caribbean
and Pacjfic countries wi[[ sink back into the para[ysjs of increasing
dependencyt frd[nutrition, underinvestment and uncontrotled urbanization. The
Community couLd itI evade the poLiticaL strategic and economic consequences of
that situation.

But untess our tatk of self-reLiant devetopment and the retief of hunger is
backed by more money oven a Longcr peliod, a firmer attitude on trade and
more determined and better-supponted,commi!ment to the stabiIization of
commodity marke.ts and export earn'ings, it wi L.L be no more than ski LfuL ty
masked seLf-interest.

0f course such commitments are hand to make. Negotiating in the depths of
recession, we may be tempted to think very smat[, but we shouLd not
forget that the convention is concerned with the medium and [onger term.
By that time, r"te may hope to have puLled out of recession; but that is
preciseLy what the western economies cannot do unLess the Third tlorId,
LLDCs as welI as NICs, "takes off".

Can the Community validate Lome by invitjng the ACP States to move beyond the
stage of cooperation between diparate entititbs towards a common conrmitment to
deve[opment jn the common intenest, but one designed t0 benefit the verypoorest of aIt? That is what the Commission is propos.ing.
