The acreage under vines in the Community is continuing to faLL, and more

quaLity wine and Less tab[e wine is being produced. However, this favourabLe
deveLopment must continue and be strengthened if wine surpLuses are to be done

away with, as production is incneasing and consumption is continuing its
downward trend. These arethe concLusions drawn by the Commission in its
annuaL report on the acreage unden vines in the Community (1), which jt has

just submitted to the CounciL of Ministers, the European Partiament and the
Economic and SociaI Committee.

After a faLL of 15.618 ha in 1976/77 and 22.929 ha in 1977/78, 65-470 ha went

out of production in 1978/79. The area under vjnes thus feLL from 2-555-41'6 ha

in 1g?0,/77 to 2.467.017 ha in 1978/79. It is estimated that production wiIL
cease in 1gT9/80 on some 12.000 ha. The Commission considers that this
deve[opment can be attributed to the rationatizatjon measures, such as the
ban on neh, plantings and the granting of grubbing aid, which have been put

into effect for the Last three wjne years. As these measures witL continue

over the next six years, the Commission expects this trend to continue and

to deveLop further'
In 1978/79, the biggest faLI jn the area under vines was in France' where

51.ZOZ ha went out-6t production. In I'taLy the fatL was 7.791 ha. Germany

was the onty producer country to increase its acreage (+ 527 ha), whiLe the

figure for Luxembourg was practicaLLy unchanged (- 4 h'a). In atL the

countries, the area firoduc"ing tabLe wines has gone down, and this faLL has

u""n onLy partLy made up for by an jncrease in vineyards producing quaLity

wines (vqprd or ,' wines produced in specified, regions").

Despite these favourabLe trends, the commissjon notes in its report that the

"rii"t of wine is continuingi to rise, because of the higher yieLd of new

vineyards.
