It has consequentLy had to revise its poticy on investment aid a:rC ai'J for
restructuring programmes.

The Commission does not intend to take any special financing measures in the ECSC

budget for 1981, apart from caLting for special payments from the Genera[ Budget to
cover the except'ionaI sociaI needs arising from restructuring in the iron and steerI
industry. Nor does the Commission intend to ask for speciaL payments from the
Member States.
