DRAFT 1981 BUDGET AFTER SECOND READING AT COUNCIL

fhe CounciL has given the 1981 draft budget its second reading prior to transmission
to Partiament for second read'ing there and final adoption at the end of the year,

The grand total now stands at 21 163 nilt'ion EUA in totaL appropriations for
commitment and 19 392 mitLion EUA in totaL appropriations for payment, which is
about 1% nore than the CounciI draft estabtished at first reading (20 932 miLfiqn
EUA and 19 ?60 mitlion EUA).

Non-compuIsory expenditure (in totaL appropriations for commitment and payment) ls
about 450 miILion EUA up on the 1980 budget, aLthough at finst reading Partlament
had proposed that both categories be more than double (? 135 niltion EUA in totaL
appropriations for commitment and 997 miLLion EUA in totat approprjations for payment),
The CouncjL has rejected most of the changes adopted by ParLiament at first reading
(see lP(8il278r 10 November 1980), partjcuIarty as regards energy, industry and
deve Iopment .

By so doing the CounciL has managed to keep just be[ow the maximum rate of increase
in non-compuLsory expenditure (12.2% for appropriations for commitment), and to
be onLy stight[y in excess of it (by 50 mittion EUA, or 1.6%) as regards appro-
priations for payment

The fotlowing decisions were taken as regards the main areas of expenditure:

Most of the appropriations, particutarLy for commitm'ent, for the ERDF proposed
by the Commission and confirmed by ParIiament were.given: 1 560 miILion EUA in
appropriations for commitment and 620 miLLion EUA in appropriations for payment
(1 600 miLIion EUA and 77O ni LLion EUA were requested),

Ljkewise for the SociaI Fund, 963 miLlion EUA were apprqved as appropriations
for commitment and 620 miLtion EUA as appropriations for payment(about 1 000
miLLion EUA jn appropriations for commitment and 700 mittion EUA in appropriations
for payment t"lere requested).

The CounciL Left a token entry at Chapter 54 (transfen to the ECSC budget for
financing sociaI measures in the steeL sector)pend'ing a basic poIicy decision.

0n the other hand, most of ParIiamentts changes reIating to energy were rejected,
and in particutar the proposat for a generat reserve for a new energy in'itiative and

a system of jnterest subsidies to promote investment in energy saving.

The increases proposed by ParLiament for deveLopment aid, particuLar[y
food aid, were not accepted; ajd to non-assoc'iated deveLoping countries
has been increased sLightLy, with appropriations for commjtment of
150 miL[ion EUA (compared Hith 138 miLLjon in 1980) and appropriations for
payment of 23 mjLLion EUA (previousLy 22 nlLtion).

Since the proposat for a 5% reduction in the reimbursement of administrative
costs to Member States has been rejected, the gap between ParLiament and
the CounciL is stitI quite considerabte: 688 miLLion EUA in appropriations
for commitment and 561 miLlion EUA in appropriations for payment.

As regards compu[sory expenditure, a reduction of 50 miLLion EUA in the
-aid for skimmed-mi.Lk powder.for use as feed for catves and a.2% reduction

on each heading of the. EAGGF Guarantee Section to create a speciaL reserve
of 254 miLtion EUA have aLso been accepted

0n the revenue sjde, the VHT rate emerging from the CounciIts draft budget
wouLd be 0.887% (compared with 0.95% in the Commissionrs 1981 preL'iminary
draft budget and 0.76% in the 1980 budget). The residua[ margin from the
VAT rate (ceiLing of 1%) should be more than 1 000 million EUA'
