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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

In the second quarter of this year the Commission, with the assistance
of the Economic Tariff Questions Group, examined all the requests sent
in by the Member States for temporary suspension of common customs tariff

duties, including the requests for the prolongation of suspensions at
present in force.

The attached proposal concerns a number of industrial products in
the chemical and allied sectors.

The proposals for Regulations temporarily suspending the autonomous
cammon customs tariff duties on agricultural products and on other

industrial products, have been presented already to the Council.

As in the case of the other product categories, the principle followed
when examining the requests for suspension relating to the products
mentioned above was to grant total suspension where Community
production of the product in question is minimal or non-existent, and
partial suspension uhere_Cammunitx production only partially caters

for Community requirenent;. For the Latter, the rate of suspension
varies according to the supply possibilities open to users within the
Community. Similarly, in certain cases involving particularly sensitive

sectors, suspension was refused so as not te penalise a Community
industry which was starting up.

In this way, the Commission seeks to keep a balance between the
interests of producers, users and consumers.

Moreover, the need to safeguard jobs within the Community has been cons-
tantly borne in mind.

"Given the criteria listed above, at the present stage the Commission

feels that suspension of duty is justified only for the products Listed

in the Annex to the attached draft Regulation. However, for a number

of suspension requests, consultations are still under way with the
Community firms which might be producing identical or equivalent

products. If, iﬁ the Llight of these consultations, it transpires that the
granting of suspension in no way harms a Community product, the Commission
will make a proposal, in the discussions in the Coﬁnﬁil, to add the
products covered by such requests to the list annexed to the attached
draft Regulation. These products are indicated within square brackets

in the abovementioned Annex.



As stated in Article 1 of the draft regulation, the proposed period
of validity is 3 months or 6 months, depending on the product.

This allows for international developments to be taken into con-
sideration, as well as the state of Community industry.

Particular attention is drawn to the fact that, in order to apply

it properly, this Regulation must be published at lLeast two months
before entering into force.

Whereas production of the products referred to in this
Regulation is at present inadequate or non-existent within
the Community and producers are thus unable to meet the
needs of user industries in the Community;

Whereas it is in the Community’s interest in certain cases ©0 -

suspend the autonomous Common Customs Tariff duties
only partially, particularly because of the existence of
Community production, and in other cases to suspend them
completely;

Whereas, taking account of the difficulties involved in
accurately ‘assessing the development of the economic
situation in the sectors concerned in the near future, these
nupenmmshoddbeukenonlympmnly,by
fixing their period of validity by reference to the interests of
Community production;

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:
Article 1
The autonomous Common Customs Tariff duties for the

products listed in the tables appearing in Annexes] and

These suspensions shall apply:

— from 1 January to 30 June 1990 for the products listed
in the table appearing in Annex II.
