At the latter meeting it adopted the draft report together with the draft 
legislative resolution unanimously.

1. The proposal to establish a committee on monetary, financial and balance of 
payments statistics is to be wel~:omed primarily because it will enable 
existing links in the field of statistics between the statistics offices of 
the Member States, the centra 1 banks and the Statist i ca 1 Office of the 
European Communities (EUROSTAT) to be strengthened. 

The monetary authorities need reliable data, particularly in connection 
with the introduction of European monetary union. A minimum of statistical 
information is required for monitoring banking and financial activity and 
economic and monetary policy-makers will need coherent and pertinent data 
even after the completion of the single market.
