EXPLANATORY HEMORANDUM

The anvention between the ACP States and the EEC copethpy wjth
Protocol No 7 provides that the products falling within subheading No
22.09 C I of the CCT (rum, arrack, tafia), originating in the ACP
States, shall be imported duty free into the Community. These
preferential arrangements are restricted, however, to a quantity which
is to be fixed annuélly by the Community on the basis of the largest
quantities imported annually from the ACP States during the last three
years for which statistics are available, increased by an annual
growth rafe of 407 on the British market and 13Z on the other

Community markets.

The declaration conFained in the Council Minutes (Meeting of 13-15
January 1975) provides for the allocation of the apnual quantity among

the Member States under Community Tariff quota arrangements.

The current tariff quota opened for the goods ip guestion in favour
of the ACP States ends on 30 June 1977, It is necessary, therefore,
to open a corresponding tariff quota for a further period of 12 months
from 1 July 1977 to 30 June 1973, taking into account the accession

of new States to the abovementioned Convention (in partjcular Surinam).

" The calculation of these shares is based on the largest quantities

jmported annually into each Member State during the three years
refgrred to above, respecting, however, the two growth rates
mentioned under point 1. This method of calculation has already
been used for the allocation of the tariff quota at present in

force.

The annexed table shows jn detail the amounts actually charged
against the tariff quotas in question (periods 1975/76 and
1976/1977).

It is proposed that the draft for a Council $egulation described

above should be approved (see annex).

Whereas the ACP-EEC Lom* Convention signed on 28 February 1975, torether
with Protocol 7 annesxed thereto, provides that
until the entry into force of a common organization of the market im spirits,
products falling within tariff subheading 22.09 C I (rum, arrack, tzfia),
originating in the ACP States, shall be imported into the Community free of
customs duties under conditions such as to permit the development of gradi-
tional trade flows between the ACP jStates and the Community and betwcen the
McmScr States; whereas the Community shall fix each year the quantities which
may be imported free of customs duties on the basis of the largest quantities
imported annually fromlthe ACP States into the Community in the last yhree
years for which statistics are available, increased by an annual growph rate
of 407 on the market of the Unitéd Kingdom and 13% ou‘the other marke¥s of
the Community, these growth rates being based on forgeable internal demand
in each Member State;
Whereas, having

'rggard to the levels reached by imports of the products concerned
into the Community and the Member Sgates during the }ast three years for
which statistical information is available; whereas the amount of the
tariff quota for the period from 1 July 1977 to 30 June 1978 ghould
therefore be fixed at 173 009 hectolitres of pure algohgl;

Member States shall ensure that importers of the geads in questioen,
who are established in their territory, shall have free scocess to
the shares allocated to them.
