Under the Act of Accession of Greecz *o the European Communitigs

By Decis%én of 1 August 1980 the Council authorised the Commissioﬁ to

- open negottations with Guatemala to conclude an agreement on such

adaptation.

In accordance with that Council Decisioﬁ and in consultation with the
Article 113 Committee, the Commission conducted negotiatiocns with Guatemala
from 22 September to 17 December 1980. ‘

fFollowing the negotiations, a draft Protocol was drawn up extending the
terms of the original bilateral agreement to trade between Guatemala and
the enlarged Community, thus (inter alial

= extending the existing consultation procedures whereby new votuntary
restraint measures may be introduced for categories of products not
at present subject to limitation, where certain thresholds are exceeded,
in respect of‘both the whole Community and Greece.

The heads of Delegation initiailed the text of the draft Protocol on
17 becember 1980 having noted it correctly represented the resuits of
the negotiations.

‘Where the Community finds, under the system of administrative
control set up, that the level of imports of products in any '
category listed in the Annex originating in Guatemala exceeds,
in relation to 102% of the preceding year's total imports into
the territories within which the Treaty establishing the European
Economic Community applied at 31 December 1980 of products in that

category, the following percentages :

- for categories of products in Group I, 0.2%

- ~ for categories of products in Group II, 1.5%
- for categories of products in Group III, IV or V, 4&X

it may request the opening of consultations im accordance with the
procedure described in Article 5 of the Agreement, with a view to
reaching agreement on a suitable leve! of limitation for the products

in that category.’®
