These cmounts ("vorieble components") ore fixed at the beginning 6f éech
quarter of th%e. oalendar yeer. However, changes within the quarter must often
be made when new threshold prices come into force during the quarter.

I% é.ppeors possible, without cconomic disadvanteges, to abolish the obligation
to change the amounts during the quarter, which mecns an important sdministrative
simplifiocation for all concerned. In future, therefore, there will be only

four fixings. |

' Hovv'eVer, the Regulontion gives the Commission the power to change the amounts in
- exceptional circumstences, during o three month period. Thus, if 2 threshold ‘
price, not yet decided nt the time of the fixing, becomes zvailable and the

" immediate fixing of new amounts incorporating the missing factor is, in the
opinion of the Commission, nccessary, it may do so.

It is furthermore proposed to zlter the tau".l:ing data of each quarter so thot
‘each begins a month later. Wi'th sﬁoh o chango the date of fixing the new
var:l.ablé components would in many oases follow mozfe' closely thon is tho oase
no. the dite .of fixing the new threshold prioces.

the trade arrangements zpplicable to certain goods

resulting from the processing of agricultural products

THE COUNCIL OF THD EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the Duropean Economic Communidby,
and in particular Articles 14 (7), 28, 92, 92, 94, 113 to 116, 227 and
235 thereof;

Having regard to the proposal from the Commissiong
Having regard to the Opinion of the Buropeaon Parliament;

Whereas by virtue of irticle G of Council Regulotion (EEC) No 1059/69 (1)

of 28 May 1969, laying dowm the trade arrangemcnts applicable to certain

goods resulting from the proccssing of agricultural products, as last

amonded by Regulation (ZEC) No 3058/75 (2), the amounts of the variable
compoﬂents charged on importation of these goods are fixed for each quarter

of the cnlendar year: vhereas, however, pursuant to Article 7 of the said
regulation corrected amounts must be fixed, particularly to take account of new
threshold prices vhich arce fixed during a quarter; vhereas these corrections

are frequently necessary in practice, thercby creating administrative com—

plications for the tember States and a climate of instability for importers:

Whercas cxperience has shown that it is possible, without cconomic drawbacks,
to abolish the rule which imposes corrected variable components so as to limit

the number of annual fixings to four, always ot a fixed date known in advance;

Whereas ot the soeme time, it is desirable to put back by one month the dates
on which eat¢h querterly period begins, so as to ecnsure that 2s far as /
possible thesc fall shortly after the dcrtes on vwhich the hé“\EEEEEEQLd/
prices are fixed,

whereas it is desirable tc leave open the possibility, exceptionally, of
correcting the variable components when the effect of a price change

during a quarter is such thot trade is, or is in danger of being, seriocusly

disturbed,

HAS ADOPTED THE FOLLOWING RSGULATION:

Article 1

The text of Article 6 (1) of Regulation (WEC) no 1059/69 shall be
replaced by the following text:

" 1. The Commission shall fix the amount of thec verizble component
for all goods for three-monthly periods beginning on 1 February,
1 May, 1 August and 1 November."

Article 2

The text of fLrticle 7(2) of Regulation (BEC) No 1059/69 shall be replaced by
the following text:

2. When the factor which was not availeble is determined, the Commission
mey fix a corrected variable component if, by rezson of the application

of paragraph 1, trade experiences or is threatened with serious

disturbances.
Article 3
This Regulation shall enter into force on

all Member States.
