For practical r~asons 1 only those pages of the Common Customs 

Tariff - in its present version in the Official Journal - which are to 

be amended are ~~nexed hereto. In the edition to be published in the 

Official Uournal the Common Customs Tariff will, however, be reproduced 

in its entirc;ty.
