At present the European Unit of Account (EUA) is used in Articles 6 and 16
of Protocol No. 1 to the second Lomé Convention as the common value basis

for determining when forms EUR.2 may be used instead of movement certificates
EUR.1 and when no documentary evidence of origin is required.

In Regulation (EEC) No. 3180/78(1) a new unit of account known as the ECU

is defined and as from lst January 1981 the Community, by Regulation (EEC)
No. 3308/80(22 has replaced the EUA in éll Community legal instruments by

the ECU.

The definition of the EUA and the ECU are identical.

As the consequences of Regulation (EEC) No. 3308/80 are limited only to
Community legislation it is hecessary to have a decision of the ACP-EEC
Council of Ministers to replace the EUA by the ECU in Protocol No. 1 to

the said Convention.

For reasons of clarity of presentation and to prevent duplication of procedures

a draft Council Regulation for the application of this decision is also annexed.
