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- On 10 February 1978 the Commission sent the Council a document entitled
"Economic effects of the agri-monetary system" (1). The document contained
an analytical section, a section describing the historical development of
tire agri-monetary system, a statistical section and case studies. On
14 March 1979 the Commission sent the Council a communication (2) which
updated the statistical section of the February 1978 document; in its
introduction the Commission pointed out that the general remarks and
evaluations contained in the 1978 document were still valid. On 26 April
1984 the Commission sent the Council a communication which updated the
previous communications and gave a more detailed analysis of the trends
between 1979 and 1982.

- The purpose of the present supplement to the report on the agri-monetary
system is to update earlier analyses. It covers a period (1982 to 1985)
marked by relative stability in the exchange rates and a significant effort
to demobilize the MCAs, especially the positive ones. In addition, with
effect from 1 April 1984, the Commission introduced a new agri-monetary
system which is analysed in the first section of this report. Since then
the Commission has also made increasing efforts to control production by a
restrictive price policy, greater flexibility in the intervention system
and, in the case of milk, the introduction of production quotas.

~ This document is mid-way between a statistical update, comparable to the
1979 exercise, and the detailed analyses presented. in the 1978 and 1984
communications. Apart from the update of the figures to 1985, the document
contains specific comments only in cases where new trends have developed in
contrast to the trends noted in the 1984 communication.

It must be stressed again, as warned in the preceding communication, that an
exercise of this kind has its limitations and it would be unwise to draw any
hasty conclusion from the analysis of statistical series accompanied by
somewhat summary comments. It is extremely difficult to isolate the
influence of the agri-monetary system from that of other factors. This is
particularly true for the series expressed as prices, especially when there
is‘theﬁadditional problem of the influence of the exchange rates during the
periods of comparison between the Member States. In this respect,
inter—country comparisons by volume are more reliable than comparisons by
value. Consequently, at macro-economic level, the trends have been
evaluated by value and volume, and the analyses by product are based on
tonnages, as regards both production and trade.

During the period under review (1982-85), Greece was a member of the
Community and has therefore been included in the "EUR" totals in the summary
tables. - Spain and Portugal are not included.

For a better understanding of this report it is perhaps useful to recall the
agri-monetary situation of each Member State:

~ Germany has had positive MCAs unintentionally since 1971. They average
between 5 and 10 points until the end of 1984. Since January 1985, they
have been between 2 and 3 points, depending on the product.

- France was the first Member State to have negative MCAs. They were
particularly large in 1977 and 1978 (more than 20 points). Between 1981
and 1985 they were either zero or below 4,4%, depending on the product and
period of the year.

- Ifaly has had negative MCAs which were large (over 20 points) at certain
times, especially in 1973 and 1974 and between 1976 and 1979. Between
1981 and 1985 they were generally zero or a few points (maximum 4,4).

— The Netherlands had the same MCAs as BLEU until the end of 1981, since
when it has had positive MCAs, rising up to + 8,4 points but then falling
to a maximum of less than 3 points at the beginning of 1982.

-~ BLEU had the same MCAs as the Netherlands until the end of 1981, followed
by negative MCAs for over a year; it had no MCAs between mid-1983 and the
end of 1985.

~ The United Kingdom had very large negative MCAs (up to - 45 points)
between 1973 and January 1980, followed by large positive MCAs (up to
+ 18 points) until the end of 1984, then negative MCAs in the first
quarter of 1985, followed by slightly positive MCAs until the end of 1985.

~ Ireland had negative MCAs between 1973 and 1979 (up to - 30 points).
Since March 1979 Ireland's MCAs have been very small and rapidly
eliminated.

~ Denmark-was the only Member State for which it was possible to eliminate
the MCAs very rapidly (generally very slightly positive) whenever they
were applied.

- Greece had not MCAs in 1981 and 1982, except for very brief periods.
.Between January and September 1983 it had either negative or positive
MCAs, depending on the product. Since September 1983 it has had negative
MCAs which, despite numerous demobilization exercises, exceeded 30 points
“at the end of 1985.



- In conclusion, there are two major features that distinguish the eighties
from the seventies. For one thing, the MCA demobilization effort has been
greater in the eighties than it was in the seventies, thus enabling heavy
build-ups of MCAs to be avoided (except in Greece since October 1985 and the
United Kingdom in 1986) and greatly helping to reduce the gap between
positive and negative MCAs. The second feature is that, since 1983, greater
flexibility has been introduced in the dismantlement system by
differentiation according to product.

I. Analysis of production trends:

A. Analysis of the main aggregates of the production accounts

1. Final agricultural production

-~ The main feature of the trend, by volume, of final agricultural
production (Table 92a) between 1981 and 1985, apart from annual
variations specific to agriculture, is the relative stability of
the respective production shares of the Member States. This
stability is not synonymous with stagnation: growth by volume of
final agricultural production was positive in all the Member
States (Table 93b), except in Italy in 1985. On average,
therefore, growth by volume of agricultural production was broadly
comparable in all the Member States.

~ With current prices and exchange rates included the trend,
expressed in terms of value, of final agricultural production
(Table 92) for the 1981-85 period has the following salient
features:

(a) a downward trend of the production shares of Germany and the
United Kingdom;

(b) a slight upward trend for those of the Netherlands and Ireland;
(c) relative stability for those of the ther Member States.

2. Intermediate consumption: the trend of this aggregate is important
because it has been said that the agri-monetary system places Member
States with positive MCAs in a privileged position compared with
those with negative MCAs, especially for the purchase of inputs on
the world market. This reasoning is correct in concept; but it is
difficult to prove or disprove on the basis of the data available.



This is especially true as; in any analysis of intermediate
consumption seen from the macro-economic angle, there is a problem
of reliability of sources, above all at current prices and exchange
rates. Nonetheless, certain trends are discernible, both in volume
and value, in the available statistical series.

—~ Trend of volume of intermediate consumption (Table 92c): the main
conclusion to be drawn from the analysis of data series since 1981
is that the respective shares of the Member States have been
fairly stable. Growth by volume of intermediate consumption
(Table 93b) has generally been slower than growth by volume of
production. The growth rates in the Netherlands, Ireland, Italy
and Greece have been more sustained, although the rate in the
‘Netherlands was slower in 1981-85 than in the seventies.

- Trend of value of intermediate consumption (Table 92b):
introduction of current prices and exchange rates entails only
slight variations in the respective shares of the Member States
since 1981. The trend is slightly upward in Italy, Ireland and
the Netherlands, slightly downward in the United Kingdom and
Germany,

- Gross value added at market prices: since this parameter is the

result of the difference between the volume and value of
intermediate consumption, it obviously depends on how these two
aggregates evolve. Expressed by volume, the parameter is a
yardstick of efficiency; expressed by value, it reflects income.

~ The trends, in terms of volume, of gross added value at market
prices (Table 93a) between 1981 and 1985 were as follows:

(a) relative stability of the shares of Germany, France, Belgium
and Luxembourg:; :

(b) slowdown in the upward trend of the share of the Netherlands,
upward trend for those of the United Kingdom, Denmark and
Ireland;

(c) downward trend for Italy and Greece.

-~ As for the trends of gross added value at market prices
(Table 93), the effect of the introduction of current prices and
exchange rates, between 1981 and 1985, is that there are greater
year-on-year variations, making the trends more difficult to
discern.

The following are apparent:



(a) a tendency towards stability in France, Italy, Belgium,
Luxembourg and Greece;

(b) a downward tendency in Germany and the United Kingdom;

(¢) an upward tendency in the Netherlands, Ireland and Denmark.

This review of macro-economic factors points to the following
conclusions:

— Whereas the trends between 1973 and 1980 tended to be either
distinctly upward or downward, the salient feature of the first
half of the eighties is the stability of the production shares of"
most of the member countries. :

- Where upward or downward trends are discernible, they are less
marked than in the seventies.

- Although, in its earlier communications, the Commission was able
to classify trends of the aggregates in the Member States in terms
of their agri-monetary situations it is more difficult to do so on
the basis of trends of the aggregates between 1981 and 1985. In
agri-monetary terms, the main difference between the seventies and
first half of the eighties is the demobilization of most of the
MCAs and a significant reduction in the remainder.

It would be unlikely that the dismantlement drive was solely
responsible for the relative convergence of some of the growth
rates of the agricultural aggregates, but there is a correlation
between the agri-monetary disorder and divergent growth rates of
the seventies, on the one hand, and the return to a more normal
agri-monetary situation and the convergence of rates in the
eighties, on the other.

B. Analysis by product:

1. Crop products:

The main trends, already noted in the Commission’s earlier
communications, were confirmed in 1981-85: increasing production
and, in general, relative stability of production shares, except in
the few cases already mentioned, particularly the UK thrust forward
on the cereals market and Italy's lead in fresh vegetable production.



In the case of common wheat (Table 1), the upward trend of the
production shares of the United Kingdom, Denmark and Ireland, to the
detriment of those of Germany, Italy and Greece, became more

marked. The prevailing trend for barley (Table 2) was also
confirmed between 1981 and 1985: production by Germany and Italy
increased, to the detriment of Demmark, while France and Greece kept
their shares steady, contrary to the pattern in the seventies. For
maize (Table 3) the most significant new developments were the very
sharp rise in Greece's production share and the increase in
Germany's, to the detriment of that of Italy; France maintained its
share of maize production, as it did for barley, between 1981 and
1985. Greece's accession to the Community and the adjustments to
its pattern of cereals production in relation to the structure of
Community prices, coupled with the expansion of feed wheat
production in the United Kingdom, had a greater impact on the
cereals sector than agri-monetary factors. The figures for cereals
production (Table 3a) show that the downward trends of the shares of
Germany, Italy and Greece are less pronounced, as is the upward
trend of the UK share.

In the case of sugar (Table 4), the variations in production shares
are probably accounted for by variations in production as a result
of events on the world markets, which have a more marked effect on
"B" quota and non-quota production. The production figures for
fresh vegetables (Table 5) and fresh fruit (Table 6), which are not
subject to MCAs and are very much affected by the weather, show no
outstanding trend between 1981 and 1985, except an increase in
Italy's share of production of fresh vegetables, to the detriment of
France. For wine (Table 8), the very sharp variations in production
. from one year to another are mainly due to short-term,

non-structural factors; the cutbacks in vineyard acreages since 1981
have been accomplished at parallel rates in the various member
countries and the agri-monetary factors, which were swiftly
neutralized in the case of wine, do little to explain the
considerable annual variations observed. .

The conclusion to be drawn from this review of trends between 1981
and 1985 is the same as the one presented in the 1984 communicationm,
namely that, as far as crop products are concerned, it does not
seem, on the face of it, that the effects of the agri-monetary
system have greatly modified the production shares of the Member
States. This does not mean that the agri-monetary system has no
influence on crop production, but that other factors, such as new
wheat varieties, the sugar quota system and weather patterns, have
more impact. This is especially true since considerable efforts
were made to demobilize the MCAs between 1981 and 1985.



2. Livestock products:

In the cattle-farming sector it is the milk market which remains the
determining market, with the quota system naturally tending to
stabilize production shares, except that of Ireland, which increased
(Table 15). The beef market (Table 7) is also influenced by the
slaughterings induced by the introduction of the quota system; it is
therefore difficult to identify any clear trends since 1981l.

Pigmeat has been a major subject of controversy from the
agri-monetary point of view; production in the last decade has been
subject to monetary and structural factors combined, quite apart
from the sharp cyclical variations. Between 1973 and 1980, only
Ireland retained the same production share; the shares of all the
other member countries either increased or decreased (Table 10).
Since 1980 considerable efforts have been made to demobilize the
MCAs, especially for pigmeat; the calculation of MCAs for pigmeat
was also modified. Production techniques have also been
modernized. In the 1981-85 period, the trends (disregarding
short-term variations) reflect some stabilization of production
shares (Germany, Belgium, Luxembourg, United Kingdom) together with
an upward trend for those of Italy and Denmark. The market was thus
somewhat calmer than in the preceding period. Only two Member
States showed the same trend in the two periods of review: the
Netherlands showed an uninterrupted upward trend between 1973 and
1985, while France showed a steady decline, except for occasional
periods when production marked time.

The poultrymeat sector (Table 13) in the seventies was marked
primarily by the strong upward trend of production in France.
Between 1981 and 1985 France's share levelled out, inducing a
recovery, after a certain decline, in the shares of Germany, BLEU,
the United Kingdom, Ireland, Denmark and Greece, to the detriment of
Italy and the Netherlands. On the egg market (Table 14), where the
seventies had seen strong advances by France and the Netherlands,
only the Netherlands has maintained its trend, as it has for
poultrymeat, since 1981. France's share has levelled out, as have
those of Germany, Italy, Ireland, Denmark and Greece. In contrast,
BLEU and the United Kingdom have continued to fall behind. Thus, as
far as the poultry sector is concerned, the conclusion drawr: in 1984
remains valid, namely that non-monetary factors played a leading
role in shaping the pattern of production. It should be added that
MCAs were reduced considerably and the method of calculation was

modified.

To sum up, for livestock products it is possible that, in comparison
with the seventies, the efforts made since 1980 to demobilize the
MCAs - which are larger for livestock products than for crop
products - together with the changes effected in the method of
calculation of certain MCAs could, in conjunction with certain



non-monetary- factors, have contributed to the relative stability
observed during the period under review, which has been consolidated
by the recent measures to control supply. Nonetheless, the changes
in the various production shares contrast more strongly than in the
case of crop products.

C. Trend of MCA-attracting products liable to MCAs in total production

A look at the main products with intervention prices and MCAs (Table A)
shows that the share of these products in the 1973-81 period increased
in all Member States except the Netherlands, Denmark and Greece. On
average, the increase for crop products is steeper than that for
livestock products.

In contrast, between 1981 and 1984, the share of MCA-attracting
products in the value of final production declined in all Member States
except Luxembourg. The trend was sharply downward for livestock
products, while crop products continued to move upwards in many Member
States.

If eggs and poultry, which have no intervention prices, and wine, for
which the intervention system was only strengthened in the eighties,
are added to the first seven MCA-attracting products, the increase in
the production shares between 1973 and 1981 is bound to be much less
marked than if the seven products are taken on their own. '

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In contrast, the decline already noted for the seven products in
Table A reappears in 1981-84, especially in the case of livestock
products.

It is therefore clear than between 1973 and 1981 most of the Member
States laid emphasis on the products for which there was a strong
support system. Supplies of these products were swiftly in surplus and
a cautious price policy coupled with quantitative restrictions had to
be applied in order to reduce the share of these products in the final
production figure. The figures vary considerably from one Member State
to another (94% in Luxembourg, 37% in Greece). On the macro-economic
level, classification of the Member States according to their
agri-monetary situation would not be significant. The share of
MCA-attracting products which showed the greatest variation in any
Member State was that of the Netherlands, where MCAs are positive.

This share has been declining since 1973. This corresponds to the
restructuring of farming in the Netherlands, where the share of
production covered by market organizations of the conventional type is
shrinking.

II. Trade

Except in a few specific cases, the impact on production of the .
agri-monetary system is not readily discernible. The MCA demobilization
policy, modulated by product since 1983, may have something to do with
this. However, for trade, i.e. at the stage where MCAs are actually
applied, the monetary effect is liable to be more tangible.

The trade flows considered here are mainly intra-Community. However, for
some products, especially livestock products, consideration will also be
given to extra-Community trade. Needless to say, some of the conclusions
drawn with regard to production are also applicable to trade. But the
parallelism is not total, in particular because the changes in consumption
within each Member State play a role. The relationship between the trend
of production and that of consumption is readily detectable from changes
in self-sufficiency. The degree of self-sufficiency in agricultural
products in most Member States is steadily rising, a fact which should

normally tend to depress intra-EEC trade. But, in fact, intra-Community
trade is increasing substantially (+ 23% in 2 years). Monetary factors
explain some of this significant trend. For instance, at 30 November
1986, 93% of the skimmed-milk powder stocks were located in Germany even
though Germany produces only 27%4 of the skimmed-milk powder in the
Community.

- For common wheat (Table 3la) there are wide variations from one year
to the next, although the 1980-85 period was generally marked by
greater stability in intra-EEC trade, with some regression in the
case of the Netherlands, i.e. in the volume of re-exports. For
durum wheat (Table 31b), the two main features are the virtual
disappearance of the Netherlands as a re-exporter (its share in
intra-EEC trade dropped from 59,6% in 1980 to 6,6% in 1985) and the
striking advance of Greece. This advance is due mainly to a problem
of durum wheat quality, the Greek wheat forcing the qualitatively
better Italian durum wheat, which meets Community standards, into
intervention. For barley (Table 32), apart from wide annual
variations, the United Kingdom takes the lead on the strength of a
steep rise in its self-sufficiency rate (Table 6%a). Finally, for
maize (Table 33), the steady increase in the Community's
self-sufficiency rate (Table 70) is accompanied by a decline in the
shares of the re-exporting Member States (the Netherlands, Belgium)
and an increase in those of the producer countries (France, Italy,

Greece).

- For the other crop products, disregarding strong year-to-year
fluctuations, the markets have undergone certain changes. For sugar
- (Table 36), since 1980 there has been an increase in the share of
France, which sometimes exports to non-member countries via Belgium,
and a decline in the share of the Netherlands. For fresh vegetables
(Table 37), which do not attract MCAs, market shares have levelled
off since 1981, except for a slight upward trend for Greece. For
fresh fruit (Table 38), another product for which MCAs are not
applicable, the market shares of the nine Member States changed when
Greece joined the Community, but have remained relatively stable
since 1981.

In winding up this analysis of intra-EEC market share on the basis of
exports, the Commission notes that, in comparison with the seventies,
the prevailing trend in the present decade is one of relative
stability. This coincides with a period of increased stability in
exchange rates and a substantial effort to demobilize positive MCAs.
It also coincides with a strong upswing of production inside the
Community, limiting imports and curbing the role f the Netherlands as
a re-exporting nation. The integration of Greece into the Community
market (durum wheat and fresh fruit) has also been an important factor
in the eighties.
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The main feature of the overall picture of intra-EEC trade in milk and
fresh products (Table 59) in the eighties has been the leap forward by
the BLEU, mainly to the detriment of Germany. It would seem that the
main factor is sales to the Netherlands, where a minimum price is
payable for milk. The butter market (Table 64), for its part, is very
changeable, with the steepest fluctuations in market shares. The
seventies were marked by the major breakthrough on the Community
market of Germany (16,6% in 1973; 30,4% in 1980), the BLEU (6,3% and
12,6%) and the United Kingdom (1,3% and 15,2%), to the detriment of
France (13,3% and 3,3%), Denmark (18,9% and 10,3%) and the Netherlands
(33,97 and 18,7%2). In the eighties the trends were completely
reversed; the shares of Germany and the United Kingdom dropped while
those of France and the Netherlands climbed. The BLEU continued its
drive forward, while Denmark marked time. The monetary situation
could have been partly responsible for this, at least in certain
cases. It is probably the location of intervention stocks that is
most acutely affected by monetary factors. For instance, at the end
of 1985, intervention stocks were concentrated in the two member
countries with positive MCAs; Germany and the Netherlands held 58% of
intervention stocks of butter while accounting for only 39% of butter
production. The United Kingdom, with 10% of butter production, held
202 of the stocks, but this was salted butter; France, with negative
MCAs, accounted for 29% of production but held only 8% of the stocks.

Although the analysis of the market shares of skimmed-milk powder
reveals no distinct trends, the situation as regards stocks is very
revealing (Table 63). Unlike butter, skimmed-milk powder may be
offered for intervention in a Member State other than that in which it
was produced. By the end of 1985, 90% of the intervention stocks had
clustered in Germany. As regards cheese (Table 68), the upward trend
of Germany's share in the seventies seems to have drawn to a halt, the
eighties being marked by relative stability, with a recovery for
Ireland and a sharp upturn for Italy to the detriment of Denmark.
Monetary factors do not seem to be crucial for cheese; type and
quality are more important.

The beef market (Table 39) was considerably disturbed by the
slaughterings induced by the introduction of milk quotas. The
seventies saw an increase in the shares of Member States with positive
MCAs (Germany, the Netherlands), mainly to the detriment of Ireland.
The eighties saw the Netherlands continuing its advance, Italy
beginning to make headway, other market shares levelling out and
Denmark dropping back. It would be incorrect to say that monetary
factors play no role on the beef market, but their actual effect is
probably minimized by other factors such as high buying-in prices in
Italy in the eighties, restrictions on intervention, mainly in
Germany, and the milk quota system.
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- As regards the "factory-farmed" livestock products (pigmeat, eggs and
poultry), discussions as to the effects of the agri-monetary system is
more lively. For pigmeat (Tables 41 to 56) there is no denying that,
despite extensive dismantling of the MCAs, the market shares of the
Member States with positive MCAs (Germany, the Netherlands) continued
to increase in the eighties, even though 1981 and 1982 gaw something
of a lull. The drop in Denmark's share in 1984 and 1985 is explained
by the fact that Denmark tended to export outside the Community

(Table 51). Between 1983 and 1985, Penmark's exports to non-member
countries almost doubled (+ 150.000 t) while its trade with Community
countries dropped back by about 100.000 t. Trade in poultrymeat
(Table 57) has to be viewed together with eggs (Table 58), although
the two markets are separate. Intra-EEC trade is dominated by the
Netherlands. It is often the big companies that play a decisive role
on these markets; markets outside the Community have been the subject
of very keen competition. The Netherlands has restructured its
industry, withdrawing slightly from the poultrymeat market and placing
more emphasis on eggs. In contrast, France and the United Kingdom,
where certain companies follow a common strategy, have concentrated on
the poultrymeat market. It is difficult to say, on the basis of the
figures, whether monetary factors played a role on the poultry market;
it should be pointed out, however, that MCAs were extensively
demobilized in the eighties, and were calculated by a method
corresponding closely to production realities, and that the marketing
strategies of the big companies play a major role on the markets.

Summing up this analysis of the trends of Member States' shares of
intra~Community trade in livestock products, the following points may
be underlined:

- changes in market shares are much greater for livestock products for
for crop products;

- the livestock product market is subject to important non-monetary
influences: low (beef, pigmeat) or zero (poultry) levels of
intervention, strong measures to limit supply (milk quotas),
marketing strategies of big companies, and so onj

- monetary factors play an important role in determining the location
of certain intervention stocks. This seems to be more marked in the
case of livestock products than crop products. Monetary factors
seem to be particularly important for the milk products markets
(stocks in Member States with positive MCAs, especially Germany).
