THE COUNCIL OF FINANCE MINISTERS BEGAN IN LUXEMBURG AT 4 P.M. AFTER 
THE PRESIDENT OF IRELAND HAD PAID A FORMAL VISIT TO THE COUNCIL. 
THE MAIN ITEM ON THE AGENDA WAS A DISCUSSION OF THE ECONOMie 
SITUATION IN THE COMMUNITV. THIS WASBASEDON A WORKING PAPER 
WHICH HAD BEEN PRESENTED BY THE COMMISSION. 

EACH DELEGATION GAVE A BRIEF REACTION TO THE COMMISSlON'S PAPER. 
IN GENERAL THERE WAS A DOUBT CONCERNING THE COMMISSlON'S FORECAST 

THAT THE PRESENT ECONOMIC PHASE SHOULD GIVE WAY, IN THE AUTOMN 
TO A RECOVERY IN ACTIVITY IN THE COMMUNITY AND THAT THE RATE OF 
GROWTH FOR 1975 WOULD BE BETWEEN 3 AND 4 0/0. 

THE CHAIRMAN, MR. RVAN OF IRELAND, SUMMED UP THE DISCUSSION BV 
SAYING THAT A VERV GRAVE ECONOMie PICTURE HAD BEEN PAINTED BY 
THE MINISTERS, BUT THEV HAD NOT VET ABANDONED HOPE. MR. HAFERKAMP

· SAID HE WAS VERV GRATEFUL FOR THE FRANK WAV PROSLEMS HAD BEEN 
DISCUSSED. THIS DISCUSSION WOULD BE VERY USEFUL FOR THE COMMISSION 
WHEN IT WAS DRAFTING lTS PROPOSALS ON GUIDELINES FOR THE 1976 
CENTRAL GOVERNMENT BUDGETS WHICH THE COUNCIL IS TO APPROVE AT 
lTS NEXT MEETING F I XED FOR THE 10TH OF JUL Y. 

'MR. HAFERKAMP ALSO REFERRED TO THE RECENT MEETINGS WHICH HE HAD

BEFORE PASSING TO THE SECOND ITEM ON THE AGENDA, THE CHAIRMAN 
REFERRED TO PRESS REPORTS ALREADY CIRCULATING CONCERNING THE 
CONFIDENTlAL DISCUSSlONS WHICH HAD TAKEN PLACE AT THE LUNCH OF 
FINANCE MINISTERS EARLIER IN THE DAV. HE SAID IT WAS CLEAR FROM 
THE REPORTS THAT SOME PERSON OR PERSONS HAD BEEN GUILTY OF A 
GROSS BREACH OF CONFIDENTIALITY. ·HE WAS APPARENTLV REFERRING 
TO PRESS AGENCY REPORTS THAT THE IRISH GOVERNMENT WAS GOING TO 
APPLY FOR A 200 MILLION DOLLAR LOAN UNDER THE COMMUNITY LOAN 
SYSTEM SET UP AT THE END OF LAST YEAR. AT THE PRESS CONFERENCE 
AFTER THE COUNCIL MEETING MR. RVAN REFUSED TO CONFIRM OR DENY 
THESE REPORTS BEVOND SAYING THAT THEY WERE NOT AN ACCURATE RE­
FLEXION OF THE DISCUSSIONS. 

CONCERNING THE COMMUNITY EXCHANGE SVSTEM (THE SNAKE OR LE SERPENT) 
THE BELG I AN REPRESENT AT I VE MR •. DECLERCQ REPORTED ON THE MEETING 
EARLIER TODAV OF THE MINISTERS FROM THE COUNTRIES WITHIN THE 
SNAKE SVSTEM. THIS REPORT INCLUDED COMMENTS ON THE FRENCH 
SUGGESTIONS FOR LIBERALISING THE PRESENT SYSTEM OF SUPPORTING 
CURRENCIES. CERTAIN FRENCH SUGGESTIONS WERE ACCEPTABLE SUCH 
AS A TEMPORARY ELIMINATION OF GOLD FROM SETTLEMENTS AND POSSIBLE 
EXTENSION OF CREDIT BEVOND THE NORMAL PERIOD. OTHER FRENCH 
SUGGESTIONS CONCERNING THE USE OF DOLLARS IN THE SNAKE SYSTEM 
DID NOT SEEM POSSIBLE AT THIS STAGE. MONSIEUR DECLERCQ CO.NCLUDED 
THAT THE CHANCES OF A RETURN OF THE FRENCH FRANC TO THE SNAKE 
WERE VERY GREAT AND WOULD POSSIBLY TAKE PLACE BEFORE NEXT COUNCIL 
MEETING ON 10TH OF JULV. 

MR. HAFERKAMP SAID THE COMMISSION WAS EXTREMELV SATISFIED WITH 
THESE DEVELOPMENTS AND THE COMMISSION WOULD PREPARE APPROPRIATE COMM. 
COMMUNITV PROPOSALS TO PUT BEFORE THE COUNCIL.
