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The European Parliament, 

Recallino the European Parliament's many previous resolutions 
calling for the full implementation of a Community energy policy; 

Considering that future economic stability can only be based on 

the Community being assured of adequate supplies of energy at 

reasonable prices; 

Concerned that the Community remains at present heavily dependent 

on external energy supplies; 

Recognising the efforts which the Commission has made to produce 

a series of prorosals to face up to the Community's energy 

vulnerability; 

Aware that the Council of Ministers has made only limited progress 
towards the adoption of an overall energy policy; 

Disappointed, in particular, at the results of the last meeting 

of the Council of Energy Ministers on 30 May 1978; 

Encouraged, nevertheless, by the eMphasis 0iven by the European 

Council meeting in Bremen to the need to intensify efforts at all 

levels to resolve long-term energy problems : 

1. Calls on the Council of Energy Ministers, at its forthcoming 

meeting, to accelerate its progress towards adopting an overall 
Community energy policy; 

2. Expects, in particular, that the Council will be able to adopt the 

Commission's outstanding proposals on support for the Community's 

coal industry and for joint hydrocarbon exploration projects as 
well as to agree on a Community approach to the refining sector; 

3. Stresses the need for the Council to deal with these matters 

in a Community spirit in order tc overcome the real problem 
arisinp from differences in individual Member States' energy 
supply patterns; 

4. Reiterates its view that a Comnrc::.nity approach is 

needed to the problems of nuclear .:chnology, especially 

regarding reprocessing, radio-ac:~ve waste, and the development 
of fast breeder reactors; 

5. I~structs its President to forwara t~~s Resolution to the 

Co~mission and the Council of the ~- ~pean Communities. 
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
