1. Calls on the Commission to re-examine its policies with a 

view to 

i) changing them to eliminate those aspects which 

discriminate against inshore fishermen, and threaten 

their livelihood; 

ii) ensuring the economic survival of those regions 

traditionally dependent on inshore fishing; 

2. C~lls on the Council to explain why it has failed to protect 

the interests of inshore fishermen. 
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
