This Agreement introduces a new dimension into relations between 

the partners. Whereas the former Agreement was a trade agreement of 

the classic type which also included references to certain sectoral 

problems, the new Agreement is designed to encourage the expansion and 

harmonious development of commercial co-operation in general between 

the two parties. 

The Agreement is a Framework Agreement which lays down objectives 

and means of action of a general nature. One of its essential features 

is the promotion of co-operation between the economic operators of the 

two parties. 

The Agreement caters for future developments. No area in which 

economic co-operation is a possibility and which falls within Community 

jurisdiction is excluded a priori, and both parties to the Agreement 

intend to explore together, through a Joint Committee, all practical 

opportunities for co-operation.

EEC-STEEL EXPORTS TO THE USA (Special attention Washington and 
New York) (W.Helin)~ 

After his talks with representatives of the American 
administration over last week-end, Vice-President Davignon 
informed the Council on Monday morning on the present situation 
of our relations with the US regaring steel exports. 

Even though it is not a novelty, the Council has,heard 
about the latest developments on the Washington scene i.e. that 
the deadline of 1 October 1982 for the implementation of the 
steel arrangement concluded on August 6 in Washington will 
probably be postponed until 15 October. As Vice-President 
Davignon indi~ated to the press at noon-time (informal briefing 
at the Council) the American administration has indeed 
informed us that ITC will take more time than scheduled to 
p~ss its final judgement on injury caused to the US steel 
industry by imports of European steel. 

As far as the ten Member States are concerned, said Mr. 
Davignon, they regret this new delay but, our end sticks to the 
arrangement of August 6 and the Council expressedly indicated 
that a debate was not to be reopened on this issue. 

Both the Community and the American Government regret that 
American industry has not yet accepted the August arrangement. 
In answer to questions Vice-President Davignon said that the 
Community has done all the legal and technical homework so 
that the arrangement can be implemented as from 1 October, he 
added, however, that it was unlikely US industry would 
OK the arrangement before that deadline "lets face it" he said 
"We could have used strong words to deny the arrangement, as 
it appears that the 1 October deadline will probably not be 
met: this would however not have helped the situation in any 
fashion" 

Questioned on a deal on tubes and pipes, Vice-Presiddent 
Davignon stressed that any such deal could only make sense if 
and when we stand on firm ground as far as the global 
arrangement ~f August 6 is concerned. 

He said that exploratory talks on tubes and pipes were to 
be resumed and confirmed that such a deal was neither legally 
nor technically comparable to the global arrangement reached 
between the US and the Commission on August 6. Vice-President 
Davignon explained that a deal on tubes would be different in 
nature: its not a question of self-restraint but of evolution 
of the American market for t products.

ETATS-UNIS 

A la fin de la reunion de cooperation politique, lundi 
apres-midi, vers 17 heures, le President danois a donne une 
conference de presse pendant laquelle il a confirme que la 
Communaute resters en contact avec les Etats-Unis dans la 
volonte de conclure un arrangement acier avant le 15 octobre, 
pourvu que le cote americain remplisse les conditions convenues 
avec la Commission. En ce qui concerne le gazoduc, ~1 a declare 
qu'il y a toujours beaucoup d'incertitudes quanta !'attitude 
americaine et que 1~ situation est grave. La Communaute reste 
disposee a continuer les contacts. En ce qui concerne la 
participation de la Communaute en tent que telle a ces contacts, 
il a dit que celle-ci deviendra actuelle le moment venu pour 
autant que les competences communautaires soient concernees. 

COOPERATION POLITIQUE : MOYEN-ORIENT 

Apres avoir souligne que le nouveau gouvernement danois 
attache beaucoup d'importance a la cooperation 
politique et fera une contribution po~itive a son renforcement 
futur, le President·danois a lu la declaration suivante sur le 
Moyen-Orient ~u nom des Dix : 

The Ten express their profound shock and revulsion at the 
massacre of Palestinian civilians in Beirut. They strongly 
condemn this criminal act and call for the necessary measures to 
be taken to ensure the safety of the civilian population. They 
welcome UN Security Council Resolution 521 and are ready to 
support, up to the limit of their capabilities, appropriate 
additional steps, including the strenghtening of the UN 
observers team in Beirut and the possible deployment of UN or 
multinational forces. 

They strongly deplore the violation of the Habib-plan and 
demand the immediate withdrawal of the Israeli forces from West 
Beirut. They are convinced that the interest of lebanon and of 
the region require the earliest possible withdrawal of all 
foreign forces except those authorized by the government of 
lebanon, whose authority should be fully reestablished over all 
its national territory. 

The Member States of the European Community remain greatly 
concerned about the situation in lebanon as a whole. They 
strongly condemn the assasination of the president-elect of 
lebanon. They appeal to all parties to show moderation and 
prevent further violence in that country. 

The Ten reaffirm their solidarity with a friendly country 
whose population has suffered so cruelly and whose fragile 
stability is dangerously threatened. They are confident that 
the lebanese people will be able to elect a new president in 
accordance with their constitution and to bring about national 
reconciliation. They renew their offer to ass1st in the relief 
and reconstruction of the country.

The tragic events in Lebanon have once again demonstrfted 
that the Middle East can enjoy true peace and lasting st,bility 
only through a comprehensive settlement to be concluded ~ith the 
participation of all parties, which means that the PLO w~ll have 
to be associated with·negotiations. Such a settlement sHould be 
based on the principles of security for all States in thq 
region, including ~srael's right to exist, justice for all 
peoples, including the right of self-determination for the 
Palestinians with all that this implies, and mutual reco~nition 
by all the parties involved. The Ten note that the 
above-mentioned principles are commanding increasing acce~tance. 

! 

They therefore welcome the new American initiative•con~ained 
in President Reagan's speech on 1 September, 1982. In the view 
of the Ten it offers,an important opportunity for peacefu[ 
progress on the Palestinian question and a step towards the 
reconciliation of the parties' conflicting aspirations. 

The Ten appeal to all parties to seize the present 
opportunity to initiate a process of mutual rapprochement. 
leading towards a comprehensive peace settlement. 

In this connection they underline the importance of th~ 
statement adopted by Arab heads of state and governement ~t fez 
on 9 September, which they see as an expression of the unanimous 
will of the participants, including the"PLO, to work for ~he 
achievement of a just peace in the Middle East encompassing all 
states in the area, including Israel. 

They call now for a similar expression of a will to pea~e on 
the part of Israel. 

They believe that discussions of the franco-Egyptian dr~ft 
resolution by the Security Council cold play a useful part, in 
establishing a common basis for a solution of the problems of 
the area. 

The Ten continue to believe that a basic element for 
progress towards a negotiated comprehensive peace settleme~t in 
the region is the creation of a climate of confidence between 
the parties. Consequently, they consider that the Israeli' 
decision to establish eight new settlements in the occupie~ 
territories is a serious obstacle to peace efforts as well 'as 
illegal under international law. 

The Ten confirm that they will continue to be active in 
pursuing their efforts to promote a comprehensive, just and 
lasting peace settlement. In this context they will maint•in 
and expand their contacts with all parties.

Contribution br~~annique 

Le Conseil a delibere sans desemparer pendant pres de 8 
heures et jusqu'a 2 heures ce matin, en enregistrant quelques 
progres mais sans aboutir a un accord. Rendez-vous a ete pris 
pour le prochein Conseil des Affaires Etrangeres les 26 et 27 
octobre a Luxembourg. 

Je vous rappelle qu'il s'agissait de fixer les mopalites 
d'execution de !'accord des ministres des Affaires Etrangeres du 
25 mai concernant la compensation en 'faveur du Royaume-Uni pour 
19e2, accord confirme par la reunion des Ministres des Affaires 
Etrangeres du 19 juillet dernier. Je vous rappelle egalement 
que le Conseil s'etait engage a deliberer au mois de novembre 
sur le "regime ulterieur" concernant la contribution britannique 
et le budget de la Communaute, les corrections a apporter 
eventuellement au "trop percu" des annees eo et 81 devant etre 
fi~es a cette occasion. 

Les discussions ont achoppe sur les modalites de traduction 
en bermes budgetaires du montant de e50 MECU net decide en 
faveur du Royaume-Uni, de 1 'allegement. de 50 ~ de la 
contribution allemande et de la ventilation entre les autres 
pays membres ~e l'accroissement des charges qui en resulte qui 
ne doit effecter que dans une faible mesure les pays "les moine 
prosperes" de la Communaute. 

En depit des efforts et de la perseverance de la Presidence 
danoise ainsi que de !'intervention permanente du President 
Thorn qui a presente, a la demande du Conseil, une proposition 
de compromis vers 23h30, le Conseil n'a pu surmonter !'opposition 
des theses de la delegation francaise largement partagees par la 
delegation italienne et de la delegation britannique largement 
appuyees ou acceptees par toutes les autres delegations. 
L'essentiel du differend a porte sur !'inscription au budget 
19e3 de tout ou partie des montants bruts relatifs au 
Royaume-Uni eta la R.f. d'Allemag·ne: la delegation francaise 

demandant qu'il soit precise que le montant de 65 MUCE (qui 
permet d'eviter que le Royaume-Uni participe a !'allegement de 
la contribution allemande et par consequent de garantir qu'il 
touchers effectivement un montant net de 850 MUCE) viendrait en 
deduction du trop percu par le Royaume-Uni pour les annees eo et 
81. La delegation bri tannique demandant pour sa part que !a 
totalite du montant brut, y compris par consequent ces 65 MUCE, 
soit inscri~au budget 83 tandis que la discussion du trop percu 
serait reservee a la session de novembre. 

II faut esperer que ce desaccord sur !'interpretation des 
conclusions du Conseil du 25 mai pourra etre aplani lora de la 
prochaine session d'octobre, elle-meme tre !proche de celle 
devant permettre d'aboutir a un accord al et a long terme 
sur le budget de la Communaute.

Amerique Centrale (van der Pas) 

Le Conseil ne s'est pas mis d'accord sur la proposition 
d'aide a !'Amerique latine. La Commission a ete invitee a faire 
des propositions d'action concrete et le Conseil reprendra le 
dossier au mois d'octobre. Bien que ce point n'etait pas trop 
souligne par les interventions des delegations, il etait clair 
que le desaccord portait notamment sur le nombre de pays 
centramericains beneficiaires de !'aide. Certaines delegations 
estiment que la situation politique dans ces pays est a retenir 
comme un des criteres et que, sur cette base, seuls le 
Costa-Rica, le Hondouras et la Republique Dominicaine pourraient 
etre retenus. M. Pisani a rappele que !'action envisagee 
devrait etre menee sur une base objective, a savoir !'existence 
de projets de reforme agraire valables ainsi que la possibilite 
pour les pays concernes d'en assurer !'execution. De cette 
maniere, a-t-il dit, la Communaute pourra marquer sa presence en 
cette partie du monde, non pas pour appuyer une tendance 
politique ou une autre, mais pour contribuer aux ameliorations 
structurelles indispendables. Si l'ac~ion devait etre limitee 
a trois pays, la Commission se verrait probablement obligee de 
retirer sa proposition, a declare M. Pisani. Aprea cette 
intervention, et en !'absence de la plupart des ministres, le 
Conseil n'a pas approfondi la question et renvoye le dossier. 

Negociations Portugal - Session ministerielle (Perone) 

La session ministerielle qui a eu lieu aujourd'hui de 10.00 
a 16.00 environ, entrecoupee de reunions du Conseil et de 
contacts informels avec la delegation portugaise a marque une 
etape importante dans les negociations pour !'adhesion du 
Portugal a la Communaute : 

un accord a ete notamment conclu , et cela constitue le 
point crucial de la journee, sur la question tres delicate de 
l'autolimitation des exportations portugaises de produits 
textiles vers la Communaute. Voici les termes de !'accord : 

afin d'eviter des perturbations sur le marche qui pourraient 
amener les gouvernements a faire jouer la clause de sauvegarde, 
le Portugal a accepte de limiter ses exportations de produits 
textiles pendant trois ans suivant des taux de progression 
annuels differencies - suivant la sensibilite des produits et 
l'annee d'application - d'un minimum de 7 % la premiere annee a 
13% la troisieme annee. Le regime d'auto-limitation pourra 
etre prolonge d'un an sur simple demande d'un Etat membre. 

Quand a la periode preadhesion, les exportations 
portugaises pourront progresser d'un taux qui varie, selon les 
produits, de 6,25% a 8% par an dans les annees 82/83. 

En outre, d'autres accords importants ont ete conclus et/ou 
formalises au cours de cette session sur les dossiers suivants

- fiscali te : Sur ce chapi tre un accord a ete conclu' pour 
!'exemption TVA des PME, tandis que certains progres ont ete 
enregistres dans !'attitude des deux parties quant au dossier 
des exonerations TVA des produits alimentaires. Le President du 
Conseil Ellemann-Jensen et le Vice-President Natali, qui avait 
participe au travaux et a leur preparation pou~ la Commission, 
ont souligne !'importance de cette session. M. Sal~uei~o, Chef 
de la delegation portugaise, a notamment souligne la volonte de 
son gouvernement de d'entamer la troisieme et derniere phase des 
negociations d'adh~sion le plus tot possible et d~ maniere a 
maintenir le rythme des negociations.
