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The Security Council| of the United Nations has on 18 June 1992 adopted
resofution 760 (1992) which allows the exports of goods for essential
humanitarian needs to the Republics of Serbia and Montenegro. The export
of these goods was prohibited by Security Council resolution 757 (1992).

In order to enable the export of these goods from the territory of the
European Communities, Regulation (EEC) 1432/92 and Decislion 92/285/ECSC,
which prohibit in accordance with UNSC resolution 757 (1992) the trade
between the European Communities and the Republics of Serbia and
Montenegro, have to be amended in accordance with UNSC resolution 760
(1992). The present proposals for a EEC Regulation and a ECSC Decision

contain the necessary amendments.

author ization to be Issued by the competent authorities of the Member
States."
