The proposals attached are aimed at strengthening the effective 

application of the embargo on the Republics of Serbia and Montenegro. To 

this effect, it is proposed that exports to neighbouring countries and 

territories (the Republics of Bosnia-Herzegovina. Croatia and Slovenia as 

well as the territory of the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia) 

should be made subJect to prior export authorization to be Issued by the 

competent authorities of the Member States. The export authorization 

should be conditional upon the prior issuance of Import licences by the 

auhtorlties of the Republics concerned and on their agreement to conftrm 

the arrival of the goods exported at their destination.

HAVE DECIDED AS FOLLOWS: 

Article 1 

The export to the Republic of Bosnia-Herzegovina. the Republic of Croatia 

and the Republic of Slovenia as well as the territory of the former 

Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia of all commodities and products covered by 

the ECSC Treaty originating in or coming from the communitY shall be 

subJect to the presentation of a prior export authorization to be issued 
by the comDetent authorities of the Member states. 

Article 2 

The prior export authorization shall be issued under the condition that 

an lmDort flcence has been issued by the competent authorities of the 

Republic of Bosnla-Herzgovlna, the Republic of Croatia, the Republic of 

Slov~nla or the territory of the former Yugoslav Republle Of Macedonia 

depending on where the Import Is to take place. 

It is to be ascertained that these authorities Will certifY the arrtval 

of the goods oovered41n the prior export authorization. 

Article 3 

The necessary measures for the implementation of Article 2 above shalf be 
adopted by the Commission. 

The COminlsslon shall be assisted by a committee of an advisory natu.re 

composed of the representatives of the Member States and chaired by the 

representa.t lve of the COIMI!salon. 



The representative of the Convnlssion shall submit to the committee a 

draft of the rnea:iures to be taken. The convn i t tee sha 1 1 de 1 1 ver 1 t s 

opinion on the draft. within a time limit which the chairman may lay down 

according to the urgency of the matter, if necessary by taking a vote. 

The opinion shall be recorded in the minutes; In addition, each Member 

State shall have the right to ask to have rts position recorded in the 

minutes. 

The COmmission shall take the utmost account of the opinion delivered by 
the committee. It shall inform the committee of the manner In which its 

opinion has been taken Into account. 

Article 4 

The procedures referred to In Articles 1 and 2 of this Decision shall not 
apply to export transactions arising from contracts or amendments to 

contracts concluded before the entrY Into force of this Dectsron, where 

their execution began before that date. 

Article 5 

This Decision shall enter rnto force on the day of Its publication in the 

OH:i.Oi&l. cToatml at tbe .B't%t'opi?aZl camzmmtt:Les.
