The Commission communication o:P October 1975 on the 
operation of the.markets for the carriao;-e of ~oods on land 
(by rail, road and inland waterways) ~~thin the Community 
visualized the :o,Tadual introduction of a com.l'llon transport 
system cuch as to contribute to the achievement of the 
objectives of the Treaty of Ro~e, in particular the improve­
ment of the quality of life, strndard of livin.~ and conditions 
of employment and the smooth execution of transport operations 
at the least cost to the community. 

In order to operate such ~ system, the interested ci~cles 
should h~vc access to cdequcte economic information if they are 
to make correct investment decisions. Such information should 
also f8.cili tate the preparation of national and Conummi ty 
decisions in m2.tters of market regulation. 

With this in mind the Cornnission attached to its 
communication, inter alia, a proposal for the introduction of 
a system. for moni torin -:, the mfl.Xkets for the c8.rriao:e of :~·oods. 
In connection '.vi th this proposal, the Council took note of tl1e 
Permsnent Representatives Committee's interim report, and 
agreed to invite the Commission to collaborate vdth national 
experts in examinin~ certain questions re,rr,ardin.r:; the statistics 
necessary for the implementation of the m~rket monitoring 
system 2nd to report bD.cl: as soon as possible. 

It also instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee 
to continue its exa~mination of the Commission proposal in the 
li~ht of the above-mentioned report.

The Council took note of a Commission statement 
concerning the developBent of the cornnon tr~~sport policy 
which takes stock of work done during the years 1974 to 

1976. 

On ·the basis of the COIIL.!lission communication of 
25 Octobe~ 1973 on this policy and of Co~~cil discussions, 
the last of which was };.eld on 15 October 1975, work in 
this field has centred o:;.1 a series of practica1 individual 
actions rat~er than on a ]~a-determined overall and 
integral approach. 

The Cor.Jillission state::.1ent highlighted -~Le se:.~ies of 
actions originally plan:aed, the tasks accmrrplished and 
the situation of the cu~rent work, and included the 
Commission's political assessment.

The Council discussed the-proposal for a Council 
Regulation for a system of reference tariffs for the 
carriage of goods by road· between Member States. 

In order to allow sufficient time for the detailed 
examination of the implications and details of the planned 
system, the Council agreed, under the present circumstances, 
to continue the compulsory bracket tariff system for 1977. 

In this connection, it instructed the Permarlent Repre­
sentatives Committee to examine the Commission's initial 
proposal bearing in mind the problem of monitoring capnciti~s 
in the field of the carriage of goods. 

ROADRORTHINESS TESTS FOR MOTOR VEHICLES 

The Council agreed to Bet on the proposal for a .. 
Directive on the appro:rimation of the lo:as of the Member 
States relating to roadworthiness tests for motor vehicles 
&.nd their trailers at its next meeting on transport 
questions, pl~ed for 16 December 1976.

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The Cotmcil recorded its agreement in principle on 
the Directive laying dovm_ the minimum level of training 
for certain inexperienced drivers engaged in the carriage

The minimum level of training includes, insofar as 
these are not already required as part of the training 
necessary to obtairr the driving licence, the following 
features: 

knowledge of the construction, operation and 111aintenance 
of a vehicle, the ability to locate and repair minor 
tec~~ical breakdowns and the economic use of the vehicle, 

- the general ability .to use road maps, a knowledge of 
the procedures to be allowed regarding motor vehicle 
insurance~ a knowledge of -t}J.e relevant national ,., 
legislation, of a driver's responsibility ~nd ~he 
documents required fo:.· t:L'ansport purposes 1 

- practical experience of drJ.ving. 

AchieveiJ.ent of the minLaum training will be recognized 
either by means of an exa-:1ination or by monitoring carried 
out by the_ appropriate authorities. It will also be 
necessary to obtain the appropriate driving licence •

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The Directive will not apply to transport vehicle drivers 
who have legally acquired the right to drive before the entry 
into force of the national implementing provisions. 

The purpose of this Directive is to make good a certain 
lack of maturity detected statistically in a large number of 
young or inexperienced drivers. It will thus contribute to 
greater road safety ~~a help the dirvers concerned to make more 
rapid progress in their professional careers. 

The Directive _could also pave the way for 2~ eventual 
upgrading of the entire profession of transport vehicle driver.

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NATIONAL TAXATION S'YSTEMS FOR Cill:'lMERCIAL ROAD VEHICLES 

The Council took note of the Permanent Representatives 
Comndttee's interim report on the proposal for a first 
Directive on the adjustment of national taxation systems for 
commercial road vehicles.

On the basis of this interim report, .nich dealt Ydth the 
pro-~ess of work so far and vdth certain questions still 
outstandin~, the Council held a discussion during which various 
delegations were able to express their concern in this field. 

In conclusion, the Council agreed to instruct the 
Permanent Representatives Comrndttee to continue its work so 
that the Council mie;-ht act on the Directive at the earlie.st 
opportunity, at its next meetin~ on transport questions if 
that were still possible. 

CO-OPERATION BY THE NINE C<l/frruNITY RAIJJllAY COIIIP.l\NIE~ 

The Council a.~eed to contintte its examination of 
co-operation by the nine Community railway companies at its 
next meeting.

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MARITI~m TRANSPORT 

~1e Council discussed certain items relating to the 
maritime transport sector which appeared on its agenda. It 
should be remarked in this context that this was the fi~st 
time that maritime transport had been systematically examined 
by the Council. 

The Council first took note of the interim report of the 
discussions by the Permanent Representatives Co~~ittee on 
the proposal for a decioion concerning the opening of 
negotiations in respect of the United Nations Convention on 
a Code of Conduct for Liner Conferences. 

This Convention on a Code of Conduct, which was drawn up 
at an international conference held between 12 November 1973 
and 6 April 1974, covers in particular cargo she~ing between 
shipowners of countrieo between wlrich a conference ensures 
transport, and between these shipJw.ners ~~d 
shipowners in non-Member co~urrtries (cross-traders). It also 
contains important provisions governing relations between 
shipowners and consignors and makes provision among other 
things for a procedure for increasing tariffs and-for settling 
disputes between shipowners and consignors. 

Follovring the exchange of views on this subject, the 
Council instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee to 
continue studying the matter and to report to it in the near 
future.

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The Council then held an exchange of vievvs on an 1

inte~im report by the Perma~ent Representatives Committee 
te~ing stock of work on the development in the Community 
of joint projects in the field of maritime transport. 

This interim report -r1as based primarily on a memorandum 
from ths French Government and dealt in particular with 
the protection of sub-standard ships, the social conditions 
of seafarers, aid to merchant shipping and arrangements 
for granting nationality to ships. 

Although of an interim nature, the report enabled 
the Council to note that a common maritime transport 
policy com9rises many different problems, all of them 
with international repercussions. It proved impossible 
to define at a stroke a policy which systematically covered 
all aspects of maritime transport, and the Cou~cil noted 
the~ it would therefore be necessary to deal first with 
projects or groups of projects which could be carried to 
a successful conclusion, in the knowledge that at the 
final stage these projects could be grouped together 
t_o form an entity whose various elements ·.vould be 
inter-dependent. 

As a first step, the Council deemed it advisable 
to establish an institutionalized consultation procedure 
pertaining to relations in the mexitime transport sector 
between Member States and non-Member countries and to the 
related discussions in international orgenizations. To 
this end it instructed the Permanent Representat.ives 
Committee to draw up the details of such a procedure •

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Secondly, the Council invited the Commission to make 
an exploratory study in the sphere of seafarers' diplomas and 
certificates, the qualifications required to obtain them, and 
the mutue~ reco~ition of such qualifications. 

As reeards the mrri time policy of state--tradin(!: countries, 
the Council demonstrated its awareness of the serious nature 
of the p~oblems created by this policy and ~s.reed to keep a 
close watch on the situation. It also took note of the fact 
that work currently beinr; carried out within the OECD in this 
connection could provide it vdth useful information for a 
detailed analysis of the problems arisin.'S• 

In conclusion, the Council acknowledged that a co~~on 
approach should be adopted as soon as possible with regard to 
the Code of Conduct for Liner Conferences. It also hoped 
that in the near future it would prove possible to define a 
common viewpoint as re0ards the development of joint projects 
in the field of maritime transport. 

As for the continuation of proceedin:~s in this sector, 
the Coun~il instructed the Permanent Representatives Conmdttee 
to ma.ke a more thorou.r.:r:h e:camination in the li.-=-ht of the day's 
discussions, of the possibility of establishin:. a conunon 
maritime transport policy, of outlinin~ the P,Uidelines for 
such a policy, and of report in.~ back to the Council on the 
matter in the near future.

Le Conseil,qui commencera jeudi 4 novembre a 11hOO, est appele 
a faire le point au niveau politique sur les travaux en matiere de 
transports ainsi qu'a prendre des decisions de principe ou de procedu­
re sur des sujets importants. Si aucune decision spectaculaire n 1est 
a attendre, ce Consei I pourrait cependant marquer la volonte des 
Etats membres de faire avancer la mise en place du systeme commu ... 
nautaire des transports. 
Ce eonseil doit ~tre considere en etroite liaison avec un nouveau Con­
seil "Transport" deja prevu pour le 16 decembre prochain.

A. Transports maritimes

Etats membres s•aosttennent de signer ou de ratifier separement le
