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EUROPEAN COMMUNITY BUSINESS SURVEYS 

The business surveys 

The European Community business surveys have been pro­
gressively developed since 1962. They are carried out by 
national institutions on the basis of the Commission's har­
monized questionnaires. The number of enterprises surveyed 
each month is about 20 000. 

The survey questionnaires are sent to participants at the 
beginning of the month to which the survey results are attri­
buted in the tables, or in the final days of the preceding 
month. The bulk of replies are received by about the 10th 
of the month in question. Exceptions are Italy, where the 
questionnaires are issued on or about the 15th of the month 
preceding that to which the results are attributed, and the 
Federal Republic of Germany where the questionnaires are 
posted on or about the 20th of the preceding month; in both 
cases, however, most of the questionnaires are received back 
during the first 10 days of the month to which the results are 
attributed.

The tables on the following pages present the survey results 
for industry as a whole and for the three major groups pro­
ducing consumer, investment and intermediate goods, as well 
as for 54 product groups and sub-groups of industry. For 
each question, two sets of results are given, designated "=" 
and "b", respectively. "=" represents answers under the 
heading "unchanged", or "normal" or "sufficient". "b" repre­
sents the net balance of positive over negative replies, where 
"up" or "above normal" or "more than sufficient" are counted 
as positive replies, with the opposites counted as negative 
replies. The letters heading the columns represent, after the 
Member State concerned, the month to which the survey 
result relates, as follows : J : January, F : February, M : March, 
A : April, M : May, J : June, J : July, A : August, S : Septem­
ber, 0 : October, N : November, D : December. Since three 
months' results are presented at a time, ambiguity in the 
nomenclature of the months January, June, July (all "J") and 
April and August (both "A") is avoided. 

Starting with the No. 1, 1980, number of this publication, the 
survey results are dated according to the month in which 
the questionnaires are completed by the respondents. (In 
earlier numbers of "Results nf the business surveys carried 
out among managements in the Community" the results were 
associated with the preceding month). 

Corresponding tables are used to present the results of the 
construction survey. An additional table is published twice a 
year, setting out the results of the investment survey.

Note to readers of 
Results of the business survey 
carried out among managements 
in the Community 

Two important remarks on the presentation for the survey 
data should be noted. Firstly, the data are now presented as 
relating to the month in which the bulk of the questionnaires 
are filled in and returned by the respondents. (In years pre­
vious to 1980, the data had been associated with the preced­
ing month). As a result, what had previously appeared as the 
"December 1979" survey data are now entitled "January 1980", 
and so forth. The present practice corresponds to that adopted 
in the Commission's "European Economy" series. lt can be 
justified on the grounds that the survey is concerned with 
the state of opinion of chief executives, rather than with 
quantitative data relating to a well-defined period. While 
there is substance in the argument that chief executives' 
opinions are based on the preceding month's accounts, it is 
not possible to be sure that this is always the case and so it 
seems preferable to date the survey results according to the 
one definite point in time to which they can be related, 
namely, that in which the questionnaires are completed. 
The second important change in the presentation of the data 
is the elimination of the answer categories ·' + · · and ·'-". 
This rationalisation permits a considerable economy in 
printing and a simpler table design without sacrificing 
information. lt is, in effect, a simple matter for those 
readers who use the "+" and "-" answers for data base or 
other purposes, to derive them from the"=" and "b" (net 
balance) data shown.

The survey questionnaires are sent to participants at th~ 
beginning of the month to which the survey results are attn­
buted in the tables, or in the final days of the preceding 
month. The bulk of replies are received by about the 10th 
of the month in question. Exceptions are Italy, where the 
questionnaires are issued on or about the 15th of the month 
preceding that to which the results are attributed, and the 
Federal Republic of Germany where the questionnaires are 
posted on or about the 20th of the preceding month; in both 
cases, however, most of the questionnaires are rece1ved back 
during the first 10 days of the month to which the results are 
attributed.

Since three 
months' results are presented at a time, ambiguity in the 
nomenclature of the months January, June, July (all "J") and 
April and August (both "A") is avoided.
