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PRELTIINARY DRAFT GENERAL BUDGET 1981

During a meeting of the Interim Committee at ministerial
level prior to the Council's proceedings, the Greek
delegation made comments on a number of points relating to
the 1981 hudget, and in particular to the Greek staff
complement in the various Community institutions, additional.'
measures to assist the United Kingdom, the break=down of
the Regional Pund and expenditure relating to the marketing
and processing of agricultural products.

The Community delegation took note of these comments and
proposed to come back to them at a later stage in its
deliberations if necessary.

It should also be noted that the Greek delegation ook
part in the Council's subseguent discussions as an observer,

During the work devoted to preparing the draft general
budget of the Buropean Communities for 1981, the Council held
a meeting with a delegation from the Buropesn Parliament
led by irs VEIL, President of the Buropean Parliament, and
composed as follows: Mr LANGE, Chairman of the Committee on
Budgets, lir NOTENBOOII, lir SPINELLI and Ilr ROSSI, Vice~Chairmen
of the Committee on Budgets, IIr ADONNINO, Rapporteur for the
1981 Budget (Commission), IIr ANSQUER, Rapporteur for the
1981 Budget (Other Institutions), ifr TAYIOR and Iir BONDE,
lembers of the Committee on Budgets and I'r AIGNER, Chairman
of the Committee on Budgetary Control, .
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Thz mecting enablced the Parliamentery delagotion to give
its initial reactions to the preliminary draft budget, with
regard both to certain general cucstions and to specific .
problems relating to the 1981 budget, and enablad members of
the Council to enter into a usefvl dialogue with thas European
Parliament representatives on the matter. '

After this cxchange of vicws, the President of the Council
said that the Council would bear in mind the approval followed
by the Porlismentary delegation and the conclusions of the
discussions during the forthcoming deliberations on the
preliminary draft budget.

The Council then procecded to examine the preliminary
draft budget item by item, bearing in mind the obszrvations

of the Parlianmentary delegation.

At the closz of the decbate, the Council prepared a draft
general budget of the European Communities for 1981, comprising
20,915 HEUA in commitment cppropriations and 19,250 LEUA in
payment approprictions.

This drafv budget will be forwaried to the Furopean
Parliaoment at the carliest opportunity.
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MISCELLANEQUS DECISIONS

The Council adopted, in the official languages of the
Communities, The Decision oa the notification of provisional
application by the European Economic Community of the
International Natural Rubbzr Agreement 1979, ‘

The Council gave the consultation requested under
Article 6(1) of Decision 528/76/RCSC on the financial aid
awarded by the Member Stat:s to the coal industry in 1979 and
on the additional financial aid awarded by the lember States
to the coal industry in 1978,

The Council gave its assent to a set of eleven applications
under Article 56(2)(a) of the ECSC Treaty.

Appointments

On a proposal from the United Kingdom Government; the
Council appointsd IIr Peter DITON of the Confederation of
Brivish Industry as an alternate member of the Advisory
Committee on Froedom of MNMovement for Worksrs to replace
Mr Vincent CHAMPION, who had resigned, for the remainder of
the latter's term of office, i.e. until 16 March 1982,

Finally, on a proposal from the Danish Goverament, the
Council appointed Mr Preben KARLSIN, Jkonom, Landsorganisationen
i Lanmdrk, as an alternate membor of the Advisory Committee on
Frecdom of Movement for Workers *to replace Mr Holger JENSEN,
who had resigned, for the remainder of the latter's term of
