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Questions concerning the 1980 budget

Before starting its discussions on the 1980 budget, the
Council held a meeting with a delegation from the European
Parliament led by Mr GONELLA, Vice~President of the
Buropean Parliament, and composed of IMr LANGE, Chairman of the
Committee on Budgets, I NOTENBOOM, IMr SPINELLI and
IIr ROSSI, Vice=~Chairman of the Committee on Budgets,

Mr DANKERT,  Vice-President of the European Parliament and
General Rapporteur for the 1980 budget (Commission Section),
Mr JACKSON, Rapporteur for the 1980 budget (Other
Institutions), Mr ANSQUER, Rapporteur for the 1981 budget
(Other Institutions), Iir AIGNER, Chairman of the Committee
on Budgetary Control and Ilfr BONDE, Lember of the Committee
on Budgets. ’

Mr TUGENDHAT, Member of the Commission responsible for
budgetary affairs, also took part in this. exchange of views.

The meeting enabled the Parliamentary delegation and
the Council to exchange vheir views on the Commission's
budget proposals for 1980 with regard both to the procedure
necessary for approval of the current budget and to various
specific matters including non-compulsory expenditure,
agricultural expenditure, and whether borrowing operations
and the European Development Fund should be included in the
budget.
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The Council then hcld an exhaustive debate on the subject
of the Community budgct for 1680, bearing in mind the comments
made by the Parliamentary delcgation during the earlier meeting.,
In an cndeavour to find a position which was mutually acceptable
to the two arms of the budset authority, the Council paid
particular attention to the matter of non-compulsory ecxpenditure
and the devclopment of agricultural expenditurc before mecting
the Parliamentary delecation again at the end of this stage of
its discussions.

After a second meeting with the Parliamentary delceation,
the Council, meeting in its normal framework, workcd out a
gereral approach refleccting the Council's position on the
1960 budget. The LCuropcan Parliament will be informed of this
approach, and the Council will act on the seneral budget of the
Buropean Communities for 1980 in thc lisht of the
European Parliament's rceactions.
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IIISCELLANZQUS DRECISIONS

Agricultural policy

The Council adopted in the official languages of the
Communities the Regulation amending Regulation No 652/79 on
the impact of the Buropean Monetary System on the common
agricultural policy (extension until 31 March 1981).

It also adopted in the official lanszuases of the
Communities the Regulation fixing the basic price and the
standard quality for slaughter=d pigs for the period
1 Fovember 1980 to 31 October 1981 (1,587.21 ECU for
1,000 kilogrammes),

Fisheries policy

The Council adopted in the official languages of the
Communitices the Decision concerning the conclusion of the
Agreement in the form of an exchange of letters applyinz
in 1980 the Agreement between the European Fconomic Community
and the Government of Sweden on certain measures for promoting
the reproduction of salmon in the Baltic Sea.
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Hediterranean policy

The Council adopted in the official languases of the
Communities three Regulations on the implementation of certain
Agreements with countries of the llediterranean basin:

- amending Regulation (E3C) No 2925/78 with resgard to the
period of suspension of application of the prices condition
to which import into the Community of certain typcs of citrus
fruit originating in Spain is subject;
