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BUDGET PROBLEMS

The Councll held a policy discusslon on the new Commission

proposals concerning the solution of the United Kingdom budget

problem for 1982 - namely preliminary draft Supplementary and

Amending Budget No L to the General Budget of the European

Communities for 1983 and the proposals for Regulations concerning

supplementary measures in favour of the United Kingdom and specific
measures of Community interest relating to the energy Strategy.

The Council d.eclared that it shared. the objective of a Cornmunity

solution to the budgetary problems set out by the Comrission in its
declaration (1) anal hoped that the necessary decisions wiIl
be taken as soon as possible by the competent Institutions
of the Community.

Preliminary draft Supplementary and Amending Budget No l- for
L983 will be examined at the meeting of the Council (eudget) on

lVednesday 26 January in the light of todayrs Council discussions.

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UNIFORM ELECTORAL PROCEDURE

The Council took stock of, the progress made on the draft Act
concernlng a uniform electoral procedure for the European Parliament.

The Council noted that the establishment of such a uniform
procedure was still causing substantial problerns.

During the meeting with the Enlarged Bureau of the European
Parl-iament, the President of the Council informed the parliamentarians
of the progress of the discussions. It was agreed that talks would
take place on this subject with the European Parliament before the
Council drew the conclusio-ns from its discussions.

In any event the Councll agreed to resume its proceedings at its
February meeting with a view to evolving in particular a solution which
would make it possible for all nationals of the Member States residing
in the Communlty to particlpate in the 1984 elections.

The Council prepared the meetlng wlth the Enlarged Bureau of the

European l)arllament (t), whlch was held on Mon6ay evenlng,24 January'

and at which the following topics were discussed:

; the Germano/ttatian inltiatlve. In thls connection 1t was agreed
, that the President of the Council and the President of the

European parliament would hold talks with a view to defining the
,framework for subsequent dlscussions of these questions; the Council
,,would be asked to state its positlon on the outcome of these talks;

-,tnu uniform electoral procedure (see precedlng item).

The president of the Council also lnformed the parliamentarians

of the council's discussions on the budget problems.

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DEMONSTRATION PROJECTS

The Councll examlned the prlnclpal problenrs - and In partlcular
the amount estimated to be necessary - raised by the Commission

: proposals on the grantlng of flnanctal support for:

- demonstratlon proJects relating to the exploitalion of alternativr:
energy sources, energy savlng and the substitutlon of hydrocai'bons;

- pilot industrlal proJects and demonstratton projects relating to
t,he l.tquefactlon and the gasiflcatlon of solid fuels.

The Councll instructed the Permanent Representatives Commiptee

to press ahead wlth its proceedlngs ln the llght of todayts
discusslons, to enable the Councll to act on.these proposals at lts
February meetlng.

GREENLAND

Following a statement by the Danish Mlnister, the Council
instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee to examine
Denmarkts proposal on the status of Greenland as soon as the
Commission's oplnion, whlch was due ln the near future, had been
received with a view to preparlng a prelimlnary Councll pollcy
discussion at lts February meetlng.
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PORTUGUESE ACCESSION

The Council prepared the 11th meeting at mlnisterial level of
the Conference for the Accesslon of Portugal to the European

Communities, which was held on the occasion of the present Council

meeting on Tuesday morning, 25 January. The Portuguese delegation
was led by Mr Jodo SALGUEIRO, Minlster of State, Ivlinlstry'of Finance

and PIanning.

SPANISH ACCESSION

The Councit continued its discussions on the definition of the

Community's position in connection with the negotiations for the

accession of Spain to the European Communities.

1970 EEC-SPAIN AGREEMENT

The Council heard a Commission report on the talks which the
Commission had had with the Spanish authorities concerning the
application of the 197O EEC-Spain Agreement. The Council will return
to this subject at its February meeting.

The Council took note of an lnterlm report by Mr HAFERKAMP,

Vlce-Presldent of the Commisglon, on developments whlch had taken
place in relatlons wlth Japan slnce the Councllrs dlscusslons in
December. The Councll conflrmed 1ts lntentlon of having substantjve
discussions on this questlon at lts February meetlng.

SOUND REPRODUCERS

The Councll had art exchange of views o.n the recommendatlon for
a Council Declslon authorizlng the Commission to open negotlations
and consultations under the GATT concernlng the amendment of the
tariff concesslon on sound reproducers.

The Council instructed the Perm€rnent Representatlves Commlttee
to resume the examinatlon of this questlon wlthout delay

HUNGER IN THE WORLD

Followng a statement by Mr COLOMBO concerning a further
mlnisterial meetlng in Rome ln connection wlth the flght against
hunger ln the world, and a contribution from Mr PISANI, Commissloner|
the Council lnstructed the Permanent Representatlves Commlttee to
prepare the Councllts dlscusslons on thls important matter.

After reviewing the situation of the North/South dialogue at
the beginning of 1983, the Councll

relterated the Community's interest in the principle of globa1
North/South negotlations and hoped that it would be possible,
during the current consultations in the United Nations, to
reach an agreement which would enable the General Assembly of
the United Nations effectively to commence these negotiations,

- underlined the special political importance of UNCTAD VI as a
major event in the North/South dialogue durlng 1983,

- emphasized the necesslty of adequate Community preparation for
the Conference in order to enable the Communlty, on the basis of
a joint posltion, to play as constructive a role as possible in
the preparatory work and at the Conference itself,
instructed the Permanent Representatives Committee to report back
to it in time to enable it to have a thorough discussion of
preparations for UNCTAD VI.

Foreign Affairs Council 24/25 January 1981

Community Budget (R. Elphick)

Ministers dwelt at length on the subject of the preliminary
dreft supplementary budget just sent to the budget authority
(see Bio COM 29 suite 2 of 19 January 19Bl). The point at
issue was the last paragraph of the Commission's declaration
urging appropriate decisions by the budget authority on a

Community solution to budgetary problems. (This was meant as a

political response to the Parl.iamentary resolution last
December when Members of the European Parliament rejected the
supplementary budget for L982. In this were enshrined the
special measures in favour of the United Kingdom and the
Federal Republic of Germeny). The united Kingdom delegation
expressed particular concern that the deelaration could be

misleading in suggesting that no further transitory solutions
might be necessary. Their concern however was not shared by
other delegations and after much argument ministers adopted a

declaration on their own reading as follows: "The Council shares
the objective of a Community solution to the budgetary problems
set out by the commission in its declaration and it hopes thet
the necessary decisions will be t.aken as soon as
possible by the competent institutions of the Community'f'
There will be a separate inscription in the Council
minutes confirming that nothing in this declaration implies
any modification of the conclusions of the Council on 26

0ctober on the ttsubsequent solutionr'.

This declaration by the Council was meant as a prelude to
the detailed consideration of the supplementery budget whieh
will take place on Wednesday. The Budget Council's examination
will be preceded by a meeting wit-h a Parl iamentary delegation.

1984 Election to European Parliament

No progress was made on setting up a uniform electoral
system for the European elections in 1984. Mr Genseher however
noted that eight countries had stated that they were ready to
allow their nationals to vote in their country of origin. The

United Kingdom delegate said his country had not yet made any

clecision although he favoured the idea that aII Europeans shoul-d
have the right to vote.

The Irish delegate pointed out the real difficulties his
country would face in impl-ementing such a deeision gjven that
his country had two and a half million on the register and it
would mean an addition of about another one million. European

citizens living in lreland already had the right. of votinq in
European elections in lreland. This problem as well as the
fundamental difficuJ.ty posed by deffering electoral methods in
the Member State.. wiII be further considered in C0REPER who

will report to the next council session, although there seems

novr to be growing realisation that there's little chance of any

change in electoral 2pthods in time for the 1984 voting'

Devant lrobstination du president de session M. Genseher,
qui voulait renvoyer I'etude du dossier au COREPER, aueune
decision n'a pu etre prise sur lrenveloppe finaneiere que la
Commission souhaite consacrer a ces pro.iets qui portent a la
fois sur 1'utilisation rationnelle de lrenerqie, sur l-es
sources drenergie alternative, sur 1a gazeification et la
Iiquefaction du charbon. Lle vice-president Davignon nra pas
manque de stigmatiser lrattitude illogique du Conseil. Vous avez
unanimement reconnu que 1e proqramme ppecedent en 1a matiere
etait necessaire, utile et que les depenses budqetaires
impliquees etaient parfaitement justifiees. En outre,
observe-t-il, iI n'y a aucune contestation sur les montants
prevus pour 1983 : le Conseil pourrait tres bien avoir amorce un
nouveau conflit inutile avec Ie Parlement europeen.
