the principal objective of the LINGUA progrerre is to promote a quantltative and
qualitative inprovement in foreign language competence with a viey to developing
cormunication skills within the conurunity. 1o that end, by means of
Cormunity-wlde neasures, it will support and conptement Member Statesr policies
and schemes aimed at achleving that end.

the LINGUA prograune nlll help to promote the inplementatlon of those of the
policies which the Member States attopt and which they apply in the context of
their internal structures and the characterlstlcs and possibllities of their
education and tralnint systeme which are alned at:

- encouraging all citizens to acquire a working knowledge of foreign languages;

- increasing opportunities for teachlng and Iearning foreign languages in the
Community and, in particular, encouragi.ng competence in the least uidely used
and least taught foreign languages;

promoting the provlsion of opportunities for univergity students to combine
foreign language studies with the pursuit of their naLn disciplines, as a
recognized component of their degree, diploma or other qualification;

raising the standard of foreign language teaching by lmprovlng the lnitlal and
in-service tralning of foreign language teachers and tralners, by lncreaslng,
the opportunitles for them to reap the beneflts of approprlate preparat1on
abroad;
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- eneouraging employers and profeeoional ortülizations to promote training in
foreign languages for the workforce ln order to talre full advantage of the

internal market, with particular reference to the needs of the Sl,lEs and of the
peripheral and leaet developed regions of the Comunity;

- promoting innovation in methods of foreign language training, and in the

exploitation of the cormunicatlons technologies used.
