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New Initiative for Northern Ireland

The Commission is currently preparing a new
Community Initiative which will receive ECU 300
million to support the process of reconciliation and
economic recovery in Northern Ireland.

Following recent developments in the province (signature of
a joint declaration by the Prime Ministers of Ireland and the
United Kingdom on 15 December 1993 and the "ceasefire”
from July 1994), last August the Commission set up a task
force to propose measures that could be taken at
Community level to encourage the process of peace and
reconciliation in Northern Ireland.

In December 1994 the Essen European Council approved
the principle of a multiannual programme to run from 1995
to 1999. This will receive an initial Community contribution
of ECU 300 for the first three years and apply in Northern
Ireland and in the six counties of Ireland which border on
Northern Ireland.

Interreg Il - Greece

Measures financed by this programme will concern
primarily urban and rural regeneration, the promotion of
employment, cross-border development, social inclusion
and industrial development. On the social front, there will be
specific measures including the integration of former
prisoners, the retraining of the security forces and
education for children.

The Commission will shortly launch a new Community
Initiative to carry out these measures. Like the other
Initiatives under the Structural Funds, the draft notice from
the Commission will be sent to Parliament, the Economic
and Social Committee, the Committee of the Regions and
the Management Committee for the Community Initiatives.

On 5'January, the Commission approved financing for the
first programme to implement the Interreg Il Community
Initiative. The Structural Funds will contribute ECU 309.8
million towards total expenditure of ECU 492 million on
improving cross-border cooperation between the frontier
areas of Greece and those of Bulgaria and Albania. The
measures to be financed by the programme include not
only infrastructure for transport (the via Egnatia),

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telecommunications and energy but also projects for
cooperation on training, tourism, the environment and local
development. The measures carried out in the non-member
countries (Albania and Bulgaria) will be part-financed by the
Community under the Phare programme.

European Investment Bank

In 1994 the European Investment Bank devoted over
ECU 12 billion (72% of its total loans) to regional
development. EIB loans for this purpose were divided by
sector as follows: transport 35%; industry, agriculture
and services 22%; energy 17%; telecommunications
16%; environment and other infrastructure 10%. In the
countries benefitting from the Cohesion Fund, EIB loans
accounted for 15% of new capital investment in
Portugal, 18% in Greece, 7% in Spain and 9% in Ireland.
