The United Nations and othsr natiounal and inter-
national bodies publish their external trade statistics in terms of

the Standard International Trade Classificatica (S5iTQ).

In order to collect the data necessary for com=
piling thecse statistics a correlaticn must be sstavlished betwcen
the SITC and the subheadings of the statistical and tariff nomeuncla=-

tures which are in fact the means of obtainiag these data.

The Conmmen Customs Teriff of the Coumunity, like
many other customs trriffs, is based on the Brussels Homenclature
(BTN), the admiristration of which is the responsibility of the

Customs Cooperation Council {CCC).

The CCC has mede a recommencationn fto its member
countries, as well as %0 the customs and economic unions which certain
of them have set un, to incorporate in their custoHms tariffs or in
their statistical nomenclatures subheadings which will allow a corre-
lation between the BT and the SITC, of whick a second revision was
recently produced.

This oraft Council Decision is designed to enable
the Member States and the lommunity, to which the above-mentioned
recommendation was addressed, to notify their acceptance and the date

of implementation to the Secretary General of the CCC.

1960; and whereas the statistics on the external trade of the Community
and on the trade between its tMember States must therefore conform to the
present or future version of the Brussels tomenclaiure in oxrcer that

the stalistics oun the external trade of the Community and on the trade
betwoen Member States mz2y be provided in terms of the two world nomencla-

tures mentioned above;

Whereas a second version of the said Classification was also adopted by
he Btatistical Commission of the United Nations fconomic and Social

Council at its Uctcber 1974 sessions;

Whereas on 1 January 1975 the Customs Cooperation Councii addressed a
Recommendation teo States which are Contrasting Farties to the Convention,
as well as to the customs and ecenomic unions set up by certain of then,
to incorporate in their Customs tariffs or in their statistical nomen=-

clatures the subheodings listed in the annex to the said Recommendation
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or at least to take appropriate steps to enable statistical data to
be reported to the United Naticns agencies concerned on the basis of
these subhendings:

The Customs Cooperaticn Council's Recommendation of 1 January 1975
designed to enable international trade statistics collected on the
