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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

1. By its Regulation No 3041/82 of 15 November 1982 (1) the Council has
suspended, on an autonomous basis, Common Customs Tariff duties for
certain aeronautical products. These duty suspensions will expire on 30 June
1983, | ‘

" 2. The Commission propose; a prolongation of the current duty suspension for
these products (see annex of attached Regulation), In taking this action, the
Commission has taken into consideration the interests of the aircraft

companies and Community industries,

.3. With regard to Regulation No 3041/82 of 15 November 1982, The Commission
proposes amending the date 1 January 1973, appearing in the footnote to
Annex II, into 7 May 1973, in order that the aeroplane Tristar may enjoy the

benefit of tariff suspension measures.

This amendment is justified by the fact that this aeroplane is no longer
manufactured, and in consequence there will' no longer be any deliveries of

new aircraft of this type,

4. With a view to the current GATT negotiations, concerning the possible
extention of the list of aeronautic products which benefit from a
contractua l. and permanent exemption from customs duties, the validity of '

the proposed Regulation must be limited to 6 months,

5. Attention is drawn to the fact that the Council Resolution of 27.6.1974
simplifying the'task of the customs administrations (0J C,79/74) requires the
publication of the attached Regulation at least six weeks before its entry into

force.

Whereas, having regard to the technical requirements
assoclated with the design of aeroplanes currently
constructed in the Community, suspension measures
differentiated according to the type to which the
aeroplanes under consideration belong should be
maintained from 1 July . 1983 in respect of products
intended for the comstruction of aeroplanes of an
unladen weight exceeding 15 000 kilograms in order to
take account, in each case, of the capabilities of the
Community industry;

Whereas, in view of the principles laid down for
suspension of Common Customs Tariff duties in respect
of certain products intended for the canstruction of

aeroplanes of an unladen weight exceeding 15 000
kilograms, it is necessary to establish a list of products
admissible to suspension of customs duties for the
maintenance or repair of aeroplanes of that kind
constructed in the Community; whereas, provided that
account is taken of the current capacity of the
Community industry, the arrangements should also be
continued whereby users of aircraft of an unladen
weight exceeding 15 000 kilograms constructed in third
countries or the previous construction of which in the
Community has required a considerable quantity of
products imported from third coantries, may obtain
supplies of products necessary for the maintenance or
repair of such aircraft under suspension of Common
Customs Tariff dutes;

Whereas a limited number of products which are not
available in the Community are also essential for the
maintenance or repair of certain types of aeropianes and
helicopters of an unladen weight exceeding 2 000
kilograms, but not exceeding 15000 kilograms;
whereas Common Customs Tariff duties in respect of
these products should accordingly be suspended; .

Whereas provision should be made for the adaptation,
in the light of advances in the technical capabilities of
the Community aircraft industry and of Community
aircraft equipment industries, of the arrangements to
b made concerning the application of the Commeon
Customs Tariff to products imported from third
countries for use in the construction, maintenance or
repair of aircraft; whereas such adaptation could
involve a review of arrangements in force at relatively
short intervals; whereas it is therefore necessary to limit
the period of application of this Regulation to six
months, .

Article 1

1. The Common Customs Tariff dutics on the

2. This Article shall also apply to the same products
intended for the manufacture, on the conditions to be
determined by the competent authorities, of parts
necessary for the construction of the aircraft concerned.

Article 2
i. The Common Customs Tariff duties on the
products listed in Annex II shall be suspended to the
level indicated in column 3 or 4 thereof, as the case may
be, provided that such products are intended to be
incorporated, 'on the conditions to be determined by the
, competent anthorities, in the maintenance or repair of
acroplanes of an unladen weight exceeding 15000
kilograms comprised in one or other of the categories
specified in that Annex and, in respect of those in

. category B, in so far as the maintenance or repair relates

to aeroplanes listed in column § of that Annex.’

Article 4

For the purposes of Articles 2 (2) and 3 (2), type of
aeroplane or helicopter shall be taken to mean the
prototype of that aeroplane or helicopter and versions
derived directly from that prototype, except versions
which differ fundamentally from the prototype.

Article 5

This Regulation shall enter into force on 1 July
1983.

It shall apply until 31 becember 1983.
