Returning to the Ministry of Finance in paris, he held the post of
Head of the Bureauw for the Co-ordination of National Accounting
Systems in the BEconomic and Financial Research Service from 1955

to 1958, Monsieur Millet's other activities in related fields
include visiting lecturerships at the Ecole Nationale at'sdministra-
tion and the Tnstitut a'BEtudes Politiques in Paris from 1949 to
1951 and again from 1955 to 1958.
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
