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At the end of January 1983 there were 12,3 million persons registered as
unemployed at public employment offices in tte Community of the Nine. This

represented an unemployment rate of 11,1 7% of the civilian working popula-
tion.

Since the end of December 1982 the number of registered unemployed in the
Community has increased by about 500,000 (4.2 Z); only part of this increase
was seasonal. Once again the increase was partucularly pronounced in the
Federal Republic of Germany and Denmark. On the other hand the situation

in France and Belgium remained unchanged.

As compared with January 1982 unemployed in the Community of the Nine was
15 7 higher., The increase was 31 7 in the Netherlands, 28 7 in the Federal
Republic of Germany and Ireland, 22 7 in Luxembourg and 15 7Z in Italy. As

compared with the previous year the smallest rises were in Denmark (+ 3.4 7)
and France (+ 4.7 7).

This brief survey of unemployment trends in the Community in January 1983
takes account of changes in the statistical concepts which were introduced
in some Member States between October 1982 and January 1983,

As has repeatedly been pointed out, pursuant to a change in United Kingdom
law which took effect in October 1982, only such persons are now counted

as unemployed as are seeking full-time employment and are claiming unemploy-~
ment benefit because they are out of work. Thi§ new statistical series has
been fully integrated into the Community calculations since January 1983.
Data on the basis of this new definition are shown for the past and this
count exclusively will be used in future.
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In the Netherlands the definition of registered unemployed was changed as
of January 1983 and now includes persons who are seeking an employment of
more than 20 hours per week (previously 25 hours). At the same time a
number of criteria on availability were changed so that some groups of
persons (possibly employed) who previously were not counted are now in-
cluded, whereas others are excluded. So far the new series is not available
for the past and there is a break in the series; however, this break is
compensated for by estimates made with a view to showing correctly the

changes in the unemployment figures, In future only this new series will
be used for the Netherlands,

For Belgium a revised series was adopted at Community level. In particular
it excludes a number of persons, included in the old series, who were
registered but employed (e.g. in sheltered workshops or in work of reduced

time). This series is also shown in respect of the past and will exclusively
be used in future,

In the case of France no change has been made at national or community level
in the unemployment figures at the end of each month. However, an improved

procedure has been introduced for counting registrations during the month
which ensures fuller coverage of registrations,

The various changes introduced by the Member States do not necessarily
improve comparability within the Community., Accordingly the data in this
monthly bulletin are suitable for analysing trends within individual Member

States but cannot be used for the purpose of precise comparisons of the
levels.,

TECHNICAL NOTE

This bulletin is based on national data of numbers of persons registered at public employment offices. The
data given here are standardized to the greatest extent possible at the present time and may, therefore, differ in
some cases from those normally used by the individual countries. However, differing national legislation and
administrative procedures prevent the establishment of fully comparable fiqures of unemployment. The data should
be used only for the analysis of trends and are not suitable for an inter-country comparison of absolute levels of
unemployment.

The definitions adopted by Eurostat in agreement with government experts cover for all countries, in principle,
persons without a job, seeking an employment as employee and immediately available for work.
Excluded are workers on short-time for economic or meteorological reasons, unemployed persons taking part in
vocational training schemes and persons for whom work has been provided by public initiatives aimed at reducing
unemployment.

More specifically, the following series have been used unchanged for a number of years:

FR of Germany ¢ Unemployed persons seeking an employment of at least 20 hours per week; series
established by the Bundesanstalt fir Arbeit (Arbeitslose).

France : Persons seeking permanent full-time employment {Demandeurs d’emploi de catégorie 1),
registered at the Agence Nationale pour I'Emploi (series established by the Ministére du
Travail). ’

Italy : Persons registered by the Ministero del Lavoro e della Previdenza Sociale, excluding
housewives seeking a first employment fiscritti sulla | e Il classe delle liste di collocam-
ento).

Netherlands (') : Unemployed persons seeking an employment of more than 20 hours per week registered
at employment offices of the Ministerie van Sociale Zaken (werkloze).

Belgium :  Total obtained by the addition of wholly unemployed persons in receipt of benefits,
unemployed persons compulsorily registered and other unoccupied persons voluntarily
registered at employment offices of the Office national de I'emploi.

Luxembourg :  Persons seeking an employment of at least 20 hours per week through the Administration
_de I'emploi.
United Kingdom (%) : Persons seeking full-time work and claiming unemployment benefit because they are out
of work.
Ireland :  Claimants for unemployment benefit, applicants for unemployment assistance and others

seeking work registered by the employment services of the Department of Social Welfare.
Excluded are persons seeking part-time employment, school-leavers and persons having
ceased economic activity for more than two years.

Denmark :  Persons seeking full-time employment, whether members of the unemployment insurance
funds or recipients of social assistance; series established by Danmarks Statistik.

Greece :  Persons registered with the employment services; series furnished by the Ministry of
Labour.

The monthly bulletin contains a calculation of the rate of registered unemployment by reference to the civilian
working population; this comprises civilian employment (i.e. excluding the armed forces)} and the unemployed. The
figure for the latest year available is used in calculating the most recent rate.

Figures of unfilled vacancies relate solely to vacancies notified to public employment offices and are not a measure
of total vacancies. They do not reflect the true state of the labour market since employers may be able to recruit
workers without necessarily seeking the assistance of public employment offices.

The national data published are absolute figures without seasonal adjustment. For the chart, seasonal adjustment is
done for EUR 9 according to the Eurostat method.

Detailed technical notes are published by Eurostat in ‘Definitions of registered unemployed’.
