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Though the total of registered unemployed in the Community as 
a ~o~hole at the end of January 1978 \'las 6.2 million, the trend shown by 
the seasonally corrected figures continues slightly dmmward. The increase 
of 3% in the absolute figure of persons registered compared with December, 
1977 is mainly seasonal. The pattern is similar to that noted at the 
same period last year. 

Both the seasonally adjusted and absolute figures for January, 1978, 
hm'l'ever, are higher than in the same month last year. Registered unemployed 
as a proportion of the total civilian working population auounted to 5·9 % 
compared to 5.6 % in January, 1977 (figures not seasonally adjusted).

Compared ~·Ti th the sa:ne month of the previous year, the change 
in the proportion of registered unemployed \·ras again notel'wrthy in 
Luxembourg (0.5% in January, 1977, 0.9 5; in January, 1978) •. In five 
other countries, the proportion was also higher than a year earlier 
(Demi.a.rkJ Belgium, Italy, United Kingdom and France). In tHo c::ountries 
it fell ~Ireland, Federal Republic of Germany). There Has no change in 
the Netherlands.
