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MONTHLY STATISTICS OF THE REDISTERED UNEMPLOYED IN THE COMMUNITY 

February 1978 

The situation with regard to unemployment in the Community ha~ shoWn 
very little change compared to the previous month. This may be seen 
both from the crude figures and those corrected for seasonality. 

Although the number of registered unemployed appears to have decreased 
very slightly by reference to the previous month, the total figure 
remains at about 6.3 million persons, or 5·9 % of the civilian working 
population, compared with 6.0% in January, 1978 and 5·5% in ~ebruary 1977• 

With regard to trends in the different countries {1), a reduction in 
unemployment occurred in a number of cases s Luxembourg, - 4·9 % ; 
Belgium, - 3 % ; the Netherlands, - 2,6% f the United Kingdom, - 2,6% 
and Ireland, - 0,5 %. In contrast, in comparison with the corresponding 
month of last year, unemployment bas fallen in only two countries 1 

Ireland (- 4.2 %) and the Netherlands (- 1.6 %). 

In considering separately the trends in male and female unemployment, a 
significant fall in the case of women is noted a - 1.7% between January 
and February, 1978. However, by comparison with February, 1977, 
registered unemployment for the entire Community bas shown an overall 
rise of 8.4 %, amounting to 6.4 % in the case of men and 11.6 % in the 
case of women.

France s Alterations in registration practice. 

In the interest of increased efficiency the "Agence Nationals pour l'~ploi" now up-dates its records more 
quickly than r~ been the practice in the past. For this re3Bon, since January 1978, the names of persons 
seeking employment are removed from the register after their first unauthorised failure to check-in, a delay 
of 48 hours being allowed. Other things being equal, the number of unemplo,yed at the end of January is thus 
38,241 below what it would have been had the ministerial oircular of 14 October, 1977, defining the new 
provisions, not come into effect.

The information ie obtained b,y regular tranemiseion to the Statistical Office of the 
European Commuaitiea. The definitiona have been standardi&ed i~ a number of reepeote but complete comparabili~ 
is not possiblef national legislation and adminiatrative practices are too different. The etatietios are 
therefore useful mainly tor 1tudies of trends. Similarly the baaea of calculation of the percentages of 
regi1tered unemplOfment in the civilian vorking population have been standardized in a number of respects. 
They are therefore ao~evhat better suited for comparison of trends than are unempla,yment rates. calculated 
~~ationally on different bases in the various countries. However, it must be emphashed that the degree of 
etandardi&&tion is inauftioient to permit reliable compariaon either of absolute levels or of rates of unem­
plOfmBDtl ~ such analfeh must be made vi th mre111e caution.
